sociation of American Colleges
and an authority on the prob
lems of education and colleges;
President Irving T. Maurer of
Beloit, Wisconsin, who is the
president of the Association of
American Colleges and president
of Beloit College, and Dr. E. S.

Jones of Buffalo, New York, who
is professor of Psychology in the
University of Buffalo.

"The College of My Dreams"
was the subject on which Presi-
dent Irving T. Maurer spoke Sat-
urday afternoon, when he out-
lined some of his plans for a
"dream college." In addition to
high scholastic standards. Presi-
dent Maurer's ideal college wras
to have not more than 200 young
men and women studentfi, who
were "intellectually alert" and
who were to meet in separate
classrooms.

Dr. E. S. Jones presented a
comprehensive examination plan
which was to take the student 25
or 30 hours to complete. The
partially oral and partially writ
ten examination was to last over
a period of several days during
which professors from other col- -
eges were to assist in quizzing
the student.

Conference participants
pressed appreciation of this
year's conference and a resolu
tion was adopted that next year's
conference again be held on the
Pacific coast.
