Changes In Rules For The Use

of Books Listed By As-

sistant Librarian

CLOSE CHECK TO BE KEPT

New Arrangement of Books and
Additional Shelving Makes

For More Efficiency

Several changes and alterations
have been made in library rules;
and in order to prevent confusion
and misunderstading, the full list is
given and explained:

Time: periodicals (except the lat-
est issue) one week; reserved books
and the latest issues of magazines
9:00 p. m. to 8:45 a. m.; books
checked out for room use must be re-

turned by the time the library closes;
and all other books may be kept two
weeks. One renewal is usually
granted if necessary.

Books checked out of stocker for
room use must bo returned by the
time the library closes. All other
books, two weeks. Books may be
ronewed once see librarian.

Books may be recalled if nedeed.
Fines 2c a day for books, lc a day
for periodicals, 5c an hour, 15c a day
for reserved books, 5c for failure to
turn in promptly, books taken out
for room use, 3c for first notice, 10c
for second notice.

The following ruling was adopted
by the faculty, May 18, 1926.

On week after the second notice
has been sent by mail to library de-

linquents, if their delinquencies are
still unadjusted, they are to be re-

ported to the Registrar's office-

The office will then give notice
that the person delinquent is drop-
ped from all classes.

Persons thus dropped may return
to clashes only upon the adjustment
of all delinquencies and the payment
of all fines and an additional charge
of one dollar for collection. They
are also to bring the Registrar a
statement from the librarian that all
library delinquencies have been
cleared away.

The library is asking that all
books taken from the stacks be
checked out. If It is intended to use
the book for only a short time, write
he name on a slip of paper and leave

it and the book card at the desk. To
check a book out for over night use,
sign name on the card. All books
are-to- be returned to the desk.

Books have been somewhat rear-
ranged in the stacks. Space has been
made at the west end of the stacks
nearer the windows for the six and
seven hundred applied arts and
finearts, and the English reserve
shelves are now located at the east
end of the inner row of stacks. All
other reserve shelves are between
the eight and nine hundred sections,
directly hack of the delivery desk.

Periodicals have been arranged
around the rear window ledges ac-

cording 1o classification, going from
left to right, or west to east, with
the general periodicals following the
Classification and arranged .

Back numbers of maga-

zines are kept in the side room the
general in the east room, and the
classified in the west room. New
steel shelving has been added to
these rooms, which will make it eas-

ier to find and use the back numbers
of magazines.

About two hundred new books
have been added recently, greatly
strengthening the departments of
sociology, public speaking.

FIFTY STUDENTS ENTER

Dean Van Winkle To Continue
As Dean Emeritus; No
Faculty Changes Made

The Willamette University Law
School, with an enrollment of fifty
students', will continue under the
leadership of its new Dean, Roy A.
Hewitt, without change in course or
faculty. Of the total number en-

rolled in the law school twenty are
Freshmen, nineteen are Juniors, and
eleven are Seniors.

terest of prime character to the
school, according to Dean Hewitt, is
the initiation of a movement to sup-
ply the Willamette Law School with
library and other facilities which
will comply with the demands for
standardization. The law students
have always had, and still have, easy
access to the largest library in the
state: consequently there is no need
for a large law library on the cam-
pus. It is purely to meet the needs
of standardization that this library
movement is being started.

The Willamette University Law
School, which has a record of forty-fou- r

years of outstanding history,
lias always been led by able and
conscientious men. Dean Hewitt
comes to Willamette from O. A. C,
where he was assistant professor in
political science for four years and
associate professor in the same de-

partment for three years. He car-

ries the degrees of Ph. B., LI. B.,
from Willamette, M. A. from. Clark
University at Worcester, Massachu-
setts. He entered the old Willamette
Academy in 1900, attending the
academy, the university proper, and
the Law School, being graduated and
admitted to the Bar in 1909. While
in W. U. he played on Bearcat ath-

letic teams which met any or all
teams, with an even chance to win
any game.

ing the oldest educational institution west of the Mississippi River
having had continuous existence infringed upon."

The Collegian is loath to infringe upon the claims of the sister
school of Willamette. However, it does wish to call attention to
the fact that Willamette might very well claim the coveted title
of being the oldest educational institution.

One may measure shoes by feet

One may bury a foot ruler a yard
deep you will have a foot still; but
a foot, still or moving, is still a good

measure of a man. This is true be
cause a man is in his feet not on his
his feet.

Campaign instituted four years ago,
was generously and loyally pledged
by a combined assembly of the Ore-

gon Conference and the Laymen's
Association of the Methodist Episco-

The pledge contains, In part, the
following four resolutions as means

of sustaining and advancing the work
of Willamette University: "(1)
Early fulfillment of every pledge to
which we are a part, (2) To use

our best endeavors to cause others
now delinquent to do the same, (3)
To continue our efforts in securing
other aid in whatever form or man-

ner available to the end that the
whole of the pledge of $350,000 of

the General Education Board may

come into the possession of the Uni-

versity and be added to its perma-

nent endowment fund, (4) In fur-

therance of the purposes herein set
forth we will give aid and encour-
agement to the representatives and

friends of the University in collecting

due obligations and in obtaining oth-

er financial help and otherwise give

our earnest cooperation."
When the campaign for funds was

inaugurated, the General Education
Board mada-t- the University the un-

precedented offer of $350,000 under
the provisions that Willamette pay

off its debts and raise an additional
$650,000. Due to the loyal efforts of

those connected with the campaign

and to the generosity of the people,

all debts have been paid and there
remains but $250,000 to be raised.

The raising of this final amount
will bring to Willamette the Bum of

$190,000, the remainder of the
pledge of the Education Board, thus
bringing the permanent endowment

fund to over $1,500,000.
Both the ministers and the laymen

show great interest in the University

and they are urging the continued
seeking of money in order to take
full advantage of the offer of the
Education Board.
