"American Student Interest
is Held by Four Walls,"
Say Foreign Men

CURRICULA COMPARED

Trio Are Touring America in
Interests of World Peace,

Through College Vision

The students from the Northern
European conference at Reed Col-

lege, held last week-en- brought to

the West a message showing the
world-wid- e trend in education.

These students', Jorgen Hoick of

Denmark, Hans Tresler of Germany

and Plet Rosaet of Holland, are rep-

resentatives of the Youth movement

who are touring North America to

infuse into universal education the
new concepts and ideals of world

peace.
The German student made the

deepest impressin on his hearers.
With a face disclosing the burden
that he felt, and with a voice be-

traying pathetic resignation, he de-

picted In detail the conditions exist-

ing In Germany, dwelling especially

on the hardships and drudgery that
German students must endure to

glean a prized education.
These students came to America

for a two-fol- d purpose: to learn the
attitude, characteristics and interests
of the American college student body
and to bring a distinct message from

the students 'of northern Europe, by

contrasting and comparing their own

with the American attitude of mind.
Before reaching the Portland con-

ference they had visited a great
many conventions of college Btudents.
They were quite frank in criticising
American colleges.

First they found European stu-

dents to be older, more mature, and
more Interested in world-wid- e activi-

ties, while the American student had
his interest wrapped up within col-

lege walls. The primary interest of
American students, they asserted,
was in basketball and other college

activities, while that of the European
student is In economy, politics and
social life.

They expressed the opinion that
the curriculum of the average Amer-

ican college was uncorrelated, unin-

spiring and repressive. The tendency
in Europe is to "emphasize a combi-

nation of enlarged spiritual conno-

tation in Intellectual pursuits." The
visitors seemed to perceive a similar
tendency budding in the American
colleges, and asserted that the great-
est advance had been made here in
the Reed conference.

It wbb very significant that these
students were themselves an embodi-

ment of the message they brought
high scholarship in the largest

possible spiritual connotation.
Tho only regret is that Willamette

did not avail herself of this rare
privilege and send student delegates
to help acquaint Willamette with the
world march in education.

Prof. Constantino M. Panuuzlo was
Willamette's only delegate, going as
a faculty representative.

the visitors are practically complete.
Cars have been supplied, to show the
high school men points of interest in
the vicinity.

Advertising of Willamette to
be Aggressive

SEEK QUALITY STUDENTS

Literature Will be Sent High
School Seniors

"The time is at hand when Wil-

lamette will have to begin practic-

ing a definite policy of restricted en-

rollment." This Is the conclusion

reached by the committee, composed
of Rodney Alden, Deane Hatton and
Willis Vinson, which has been ap-

pointed to devise some definite
means of advertising the school.
With more entrance applications on

hand already than can well be taken
care of next year, it becomes obvious
that any advertising which is done
must be for the primary purpose oi

securing quality rather than quan-

tity.,
In this respect Willamette, not be

ing supported by general public
funds, has a distinct advantage over
many of her rivals in that she can
discriminate between applicants on
the basis of character, ability for
leadership, personality, or some sim-

ilar quality.. The scholastic Btanding
of the school can bo maintained by
selecting the best scholars and giving
them the best scholastic training,
rather than by 'the wholesale flunk-
ing of students when classes become
too congested. Some one has ex-

pressed himself in these, words:
The pearls which have been made

possible by the recent endowment
campaign need not be east before
swine." Those who subscribed would
undoubtedly want Willamette's edu-

cational facilities used to the best ad-

vantage possible.
In accordance with this idea the

committee has worked out a plan
whereby the present students of the
university will have an' opportunity
to submit' names of desirable men
and woinen graduating from their
respective high schools. These high
school students will be got in touch
with and caused to take an interest
in Willamette university. The alum- -

many of whom are teaching in
high schools, will also be asked to
help in the matter.

Among other things it is hoped
that a small pamphlet may be print
ed, telling what Willamette has to
offer. it is felt that prospective
students should know certain facts
which are now too little known. For
example it Is definitely reported that,
some time ago, there was a certain
man who hesitated to come to Wil-

lamette, under the impression that
credits earned here would not be as

good as those earned elsewhere.
Upon writing back to Harvard uni-

versity he was surprised to learn that
Willamette was graded as one of the
two highest colleges in the state, the

other being Reed College, located at
Portland. ,

It is felt that Willamette should
not allow desirable students to re
main in ignorance about such things

many of them will not investigate,
hut may, because of mistaken ideas,
go elsewhere.

Rules of the Contest.
The glee is sponsored annually by

The rules of the contest stipulate
that the entire class must render the
song. That the basis for judgment
shall be four points: Words, music.

The site for the new gymnasium
has been definitely located, and the
structure is consigned to that part
of the campus Immediately behind
the spot where the old gym stood,
the back end bordering close on the,
millrace channel. Plans for con
struction of the building are being
perfected by architect Doyle, who
will within the week make a trip
east, in order to visit some gym
nasiums there, and talk with various
gymnasium expertsregarding the de
tails and corrections of the plans.

The new gym will probably be
about 130-fo- front and 180-fo-

The main room is expected
to be 70 by 120, without pillar or
post to interfere in the entire floor
space.

Next year there will
be increased competitions, for the University of Oregon and
Oregon Agricultural College arc both free, and possessed of
the desire, to harbor the tournament players.

of these books, an arithmetic, used
in England, contains the name of
Helen Candler, an English student
of Lancaster, and bears the date of
1861.

Hymn books of every kind, quality
and description, together with ex-

tremely old copies of the Bible in
various languages are to be found in
the collection. One of these Bibles,
printed in original Greek by a Glas-
gow firm in the year 1822, is a splen-

did example of the wonderful tilling
which was done on book covers at
that time.

Other books of interest are: A
copy of "The Theological and Bibli-

cal" magazine, dated 1S04, contain-
ing sermons delivered, at that time;
"The Devout Soldier," by Rev.
Daniel Wise, dated 1 S3 0 ; "Treatise
on Self Knowledge," by John Mason,
published in 1811, and "Columbus,
the Discoverer of America." by
Daniel Kidder, a Methodist minister,
which book was used as a Sunday
school present book.

Some of these books are. bound in
the "pine tree" inlaid covers, which
are practically unknown in bindings
today.

It is a custom in the Melliorlist
ministry for the pastors, upon their
death, to bequeath their books to the
church, and this is probably the rea-

son that Willamette t'niversity, a

Methodist school, has secured these
valuable books. A good many of
those old volumes were given to the
University by Dr. James Lisle, cura-

tor of the museum, who bad martn a

collection of them.
These volumes will be phieed on

the library shelves so that il. will be
possible for the students to review
Ihem at any time.
