The Emancipation Proclama-
tion freed the sloves; the 19th
amendment libersted the wo-
men; but nothing has ever fre
the men of our nation {rom cer-
fain stigmas and prejucices
This unfortunate condition be-
comes most lucid when ond

comes to the full realization that
though the world is ruled by
men, the men are governed by
women. Because of this
nant, though subtle, influence
as the age of chivalry faded and
died, the male of the species was
allotted the sliding status of be-
ing less moral and more animal
than his female counterpart.

Today's Problem

Somehow, it has come lo my
ever-alert atlention thatl the cli-
mactical conditions known as
spring elsewhere, has necessi-
tated the enforcement of old,
and the addition of new, restric-
tions upon the ladies of Willa-
mette land. As is my custom. 1
would fain to express an opinion
on these rulings. How they ap-
ply in instance is of no concern
of mine; but how they apply in
essence is a matter that may ef-
fect all of posterity.

First of all the men should
not be admonished to act like
pentlemen: they should be gen-

tlemen without having to act. To

illustrate this ideal. Before one
preambles over to the tennis
court he should think of the

is properly attired. When hold-
ing hands with 4 young lady it
should be understood that the

entwining of two fingers is
friendship; the intertwining of
four fingers is courtship and the
entwining of six fingers is vir-
tual engagement. I have exag-
gerated slightly only that the
poignant point might be fully
appreciated — these are perilous
times; instead of being emanci-
pated we could become emaci-
ated.

In brief, the keynote of our
decorum is discretion, not of the
sullen, resentful iype, but ra-
ther a natural discretion that is
light, gay, warm and cheerful.
In fact, the theme song might
well be, “On the Sunny Side of
Discreet.,” It will be a long, dif-
ticult struggle — we have wait-
ed far too long. If we are to gain
our right to feast upon the fatted
calf of moral equality, we-must
first enter the arena of reality
and dispense with the bull of
misguided tradition.

New regulations, a spokesman
said, are expected to come from
selactive service headquarters in
Washington, D. C. that may

change the present deferement
plan for collegiates.

Following iaostructions from
headguarters, the local SS board
No. 10 ordered about 70 college
men to Portland Tuesday for
preinduction physicals, A dozen
Willamette men were included
in this total.

Forum Hears
Law Dean

Seward P. Reese, dean of the
Willamette school of law, told a
Faculty forum audience Wed-
nesday night that the United
States should prepare for what
he called “an inevitable disturb-
ance in Russia and its satilites
which could lead to a coup
d'etate in these countries.” The
Forum, the fourth of a series of
five, will be broadcast Satur-
day at 7 p. m. over KOCO.

“It is inevitable,” Dean Reese
said, “that a revolution will at
some time occur in Russia or her
satalites.” The United Stales
needs, he feels, extensive plan-
ning to meet such an opportun-
ity. Especially important would
be guiding these people immed-
iately in the period of chaos that

would immediately follow the
revolution.
The revolution would come

as a consequence to the Com-
munist dictatorship.

The planning itself, he said,
would be done by a select group
of refugees from the Commun-
ists who are believers in demo-
cracy

The planning would give the
Russians an orderly start toward
a democratic way of life. He
said it would include plans for
immediately converting agricul-
ture and businegs to a [ree en-
terprise  system Text books
would be prepared and ready
for immediate use in the schools
with refugee teachers
take over the teaching raoles

Such planning would not be
confrolling the couniries, but
would be helping them to gov-
ern themselves in a crucial per-
