WOMEN

Dean of Women Will Attend
to Enforcement of Rules

for Conduct of Women

IS Commandments Ciivcn by Faculty
to Govern All Dates nnd Social

Functions; Chaperones Aro
to Heroine Very Popular.

For the promotion of the health,
scholarship and happiness of all uni-
versity girls, attention is called to
the following regulations.

The Dean of Women wishes to be
of the greatest assistance to all, and
to that end your in car-
rying out these suggestions will he
much appreciated.

Hules for Girls.
1. ' All girls are expected to con-

form carefully to all university rules.
2. The one who has, signed the

card signifying willingness to be re-

sponsible for the "care and conduct"
of the girls in her home' will report
monthly or oftener to the Dean of
Women in this regard.

3. Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday
and Thursday evenings are reserved
for study.

4. All social functions, including
all private parties given by tho uni-
versity students, shall be listed with

jibe faculty social committee.
5. All social functions given by

students shall have a chaperon. The
name of the chaperon for private
parties must be reported to the social
committee at the time the party ia
reported. In the caso of official func-

tions the name of the chaperon must
be reported not later than threo dflya

before the date assigned for the func-

tion.
6. Committees on social arrange-

ments shall consult with chaperon,
whose duty shall be to advise with
them concerning programs and timo
for serving refreshments with a view
to proper hours for beginning and
closing anticipated functions. Even-
ing social functions Bhnll close at
10:30.

7. There shall be no mid-wee- k so-

cial functions except by special action
of the faculty.

8. It is strongly recommended that
houses shall be quiet for the night
and all lights out at 10 p. m., except
Friday and Saturday; on Friday and
Saturday at 10:30 p. m.; when stu-

dents are attending parties which
close at 10:30 as adori thereafter aa
possible.

9. The following study hours shall,
be observed except Friday night,
Saturday, and Sunday: 7:30 to 11:20-- .

a. m.; 1:15 lo 4:15 p. m.; 7:30 to
0:30 p. m.

10. GirJs are expected to go 'dr- -

rectly home after an engagement, and
not lo linger with an escort.

11. Calling hours for men: Fri
day and Saturday, 7 p. m. to 30:15
p. in.; Sunday, 2 p. m. to 9:45 p. m.

12. Girls who desire lo leavo town
overnight must leave addresses with
the Dean of Women in order that
they may bo reached In case of tolc- - '

grams, sickness, etc.
13. University girls must include a

chaperon in all picnics with men.
1 1. A chaperon shall he included

in al! groups of men and women out
of town after 6 p. m.

15. Girls shall not remain in
Bush's pasture or olher picnic,
grounds or parks after dark unless
chaperoned, nor on lhe river after
ft p. m.

16. Pleasure riding in automobiles
al night with men Is disapproved by
the u ni versity ad ministration.

17. Unlversily gfils shall not at-

tend theatres or moving picture,
shows on Sunday.

Yells, Songs and Speeches
Anticipate Pulverization

of Pacific University

MISS SAVAGE IS HONORED

Freshmen Oil iciato at Huge- Kir
Jimiek, Irvine ami Zdler Vrge

Large Attendance at Game;
I U. Wooed by Defeat.

"Pulverize Pacific," was the chief
characteristic and the chief incentive
in the big pep rally Friday night. Un-

der the guidance ot Yell King Flcgel
and Song Queen Beatrice Dunnette
and guided by the spirit of Willam-
ette, Odell Savage, the students gath-

ered first near a huge bonfire on
Sweetland field and later adjourned
to Ihe down-tow- n corner of State and
Liberty streets where stunts were
pulled off.

Songs, yells and speeches made the
rally a go. Odell Savage, imperson-
ating the Spirit of Willamette, made
the first appeal to the students, call-

ing them to come out the next after-
noon and show that Willamette had
not a yellow streak but a good col-

umn of the "old fight" up the back.
The presentation of the prizes to

the winners in the yell contest was
an important feature cf the evening's
program. This was followed by a
number of speeches from football
men and representative students.
Harold Dimick, as captain of the
football men, expressed their determ
ination to do their bit Saturday after-
noon. "Toughey" Irvine, who played
in the 1915 football game against
Pacific, said that since Columbus dis-

covered America, P. U. had won only-tw-

football games from Willamette
and that 'that was all she ever should
win. Telling how glad they were to
have a chance to prove their loyalty
to Willamette, Waldo Zeller ably rep-

resented the new men. Velma Baker
spoke for the girls, and called for a

strong showing at the game. Coach
Mathews topped the speeches with a

tribute to the loyalty of the football
men and a plea for an equal amount
from the students.

Between the speeches, songs and
yells rent' the air, while the huge
bonfire lighted the entire field. Be- -

fore going to town individual yells
were given for the football men.

Gamo at Defense; Injuries Mar

Good Contest; Wolf and Stan,
ley Put I'p Good Game.

Willamette spirit met Pacific spirit
on the gridiron Saturday afternoon.
The stronger spirit won. Two teams
went onto the field, equal in weight,
equal in experience, equal iu ability.
Willamette's team went into the
game crippled and uncertain. Thru
disastrous reverses, severe punish-
ment and bitter disappointments they
fought on unceasingly, without bick-- r

ering, fighting as a unit. No man
blamed his team-mal- e for error or
failure. And when the moment came
to strike for victory, they were still
a unit, a unit which' included every
man. on the team, and, may we, say,
every Willamette man and woman in
the stands, as well? Specific evi-

dences of that spirit are not lacking.
Totwe, suffering agonies with every
move; Vinson, with his eye bandaged,
not knowing whether he had roceived
a permanent injury of not, tearing
down the field as if nothing were
wrong; Brown, rendered nearly help-

less, fighting on and on to the end.
Things like these make Willamette
spirit; and it is Willamette spirit
which makes these things possible.

We must take off our hats to Pa-

cific's spirit, too. Any team that can
come back in the second half with
two touchdowns against them and
fight as they did, is an enemy not to
be despised. Pacific has a good team,
therefore wre may take the more cred-

it for beating them. They did not,
however, have the punch and win-

ning spirit which was exemplified in
the Bearcats. They exhibited'faults
due .to inferior coaching and poor
generalship. One P. U.back repeat-
edly gave away the following play,
enabling Wapato to tear in and stop
the runner from behind.

On the whole, Willamette's victory
wajf both earned and deserved.

Tho the fighting spirit was demon-

strated to the highest degree, in
some other respects Willamette's ex-

hibition fell a little short of per-

fection. The teamwork on offense
was not what it might have been, due
to tho absence of Irvine, although
Ganzans piloted the team in excel-

lent manner, and Dimick was evi-

dently carrying too heavy a share of
responsibility on his shoulders, and
exhibited a nervousness quite foreign
to his usual self. On defense, how
ever, the 'team put up one of the
greatest games ever seen on Sweet- -

land field.

Willamette's uncertainly came
near resulting in catastrophe early in

tho first quarter, when a combina- -

ation of fumbles and penalties gave!
P. U. the ball with first down on Wil-

lamette's 10 yard line. Tho old fight
asserted ilsolf just in lime, and P. U.

was held for downs. Dimick kicked
out of danger, and a moment later,
due to a blocked kick and several
spectacular runs, l3. U.'s goal was
threatened. During the remainder
of the first quarter and most of the
second the teams 'up and
down (ho field. Just when Pacific
seemed to be going best, luck turned
momentarily our way. Ruts Raroy
happened to be in the right place al
the right time, and picked up Pa-

cific's only fumble and ran 32 yards
for a touchdown. The second touch-

down came in less than two minutes
after the teams lined up for the kick-of-

P. U. roceived, were held for
downs, and then Dimick carried the
ball 27 yards ovor; the goal in five
tries, making the score 12 to 0.

During tho third quarter the ball
was never within either tram's 2i

yard line. Thru intercepted patter
and frequent exchanges of punts th--

ball changed hands rapidly. There
was plenty of open, spectacular foot-

ball, with little advantage for eiiher
side. Thruout the last quarter Pa
cific resorted to forward passes al- -

most exclusively, iu a desperate at- -

tempt- to score, while the Denreals
usually punted on first down in the
lypo of getting within striking dis-

tance of Pacific's goal.

NEWSPAPERS GOING OUT OK

A number of Ohio newspapers
have lately gone out of business. For
the most part they were published in
the smaller cities or towns of the
state, but at least one "metropolitan"
paper has given up its existence with-

in the past few months. The reason
was the same in all cases, namely,
increased cost of operation.

In a sense the suspension of these
papers is a direct loss to the citizen-

ship of the state. The country press
has played and is playing an import
ant part in the development of the
nation. As a rule these smaller papers
are ably edited, and stand nearly al-

ways for the things that make for a

more wholesome community for
stability and progress and morality.
Their suspension would indeed be
serious were it not for the fact that
there are still left the stronger papers
that are able to tide over the hard-

ships that have come upon the pub-

lishing world in the way of excessive
expense of publication.

The time has passed when a news-
paper can be started, or carried on,
with small capital. Continuous pub-

lication until success is achieved
means, as a rule, long and patient
years of pouring money into the
proposition a losing game for so
long a time people are not willing to
take the chances of eventually win-

ning out. Some of the papers that
have lately suspended have simply
been hoping against hope; they con-

tinued in the belief that the tide
would eventually turn. Much money
was thereby lost, through this hang-ing-o-

process. The tide might have
turned for some of them, but for the
ever increasing cost. ,of producion.
But with the multiplied expense?
now necessary in order to produce a
first-clas- s newspaper, they gave up
thy ghost to save their owners furth
er losses. Columbus Dispatch.

ing how many dead and wounded the
raiders carried back with them; a
raiding party always tried to take
back to its own lines as many of its
own dead and injured as possible. In
this "brush" the boys in olive drab
lost two dead and seven wounded;
one of the Americans killed was
"Cotton" Zimmerly, of Portland, a

former 162d Infantryman.
The 3 2d Division was in tho

Chateau Thierry battle, and helped
to take the most important city of
Fismes. In this capture Oregon ar-

tillery regiments also played an im-

portant role. Up until this fight
Coates never knew what a German
machine gun bullet felt like when it
hit a fellow; after this he knew, for
one "winged" him in the left arm.1
This look him out of the sticking for
a time, so he was unable to get into
the battles for Soissons.

In this fighting, the Wisconsin bri-

gade of the 32d (the other infantry
regiments were from Michigan)
"went at 'em so rough" that a French
general gave it the nickname "The
Terribles." This was so good that
the entire division took it up and
adopted it as the 3 lid's real name In-

stead of "The Iron jaw Division,"
which some ' officer had tried to
thrust upon it. When the Argonne
kick-of- f came, "The Terribles" "were
just getting themselves together af-

ter the hard fighting for Soissons.
But they came back quickly, and re-

lieved the Wild West Division after
it' had made such big gains during
the first days in that evil wood. For
20 days the chaps with Coates (he
recovered in time to use his bayonet
and hand grenades in the Argonne)
were fighting the Boche in the most
terrible battle of the conflict. After
the wan "The Terribles" were
marched into Germany as a part of
tho anny of occupation; they left the
Rhinelands in April. Portland Tele-
gram.
