Willamette's debate season will be
opened when the Bearcat, orators
engage in a verbal combat with the

esentalives o Pacific University
and McMinnville college in a trian-
gular contest on the evening of
March 12.

Tbe question that is to be the
subject or much firoy contention is
one that for several years the news-
papers of th coast have riared
headlines over, in glowing condem
nation or approval of tbe attitude of
the people of tbe United States to-

ward the Japanese. The question is
a live one, for it has vexed the
minds of tbe legislators or tbe states
of California, Oregon, Washington
and Idaho and tbe congress at Wash-
ington has found a bothersome
problem in the situation. In plain
words tbe question is, "Resolved,
that Japanese immigration, except
students and diplomatic classes,
should be prohibited." A clause has
been added that provides that this
prohibition shall be by federal en-

actment.
McMinnville negative team will

travel to Willamette where they will
meet tbe W. U. affirmative team in
the chapel in Waller hall. Sheldon
Sackett and Robert Notson have
been delving tiito the dust covered
volumes of every library in tbe city
in quest of evidence that will prove
that the contentions of the affirma-
tive are right. From the college at
McMinnville comes the forewarning
that a very formidable and pene-

trating negative expect to descend
on the Willamette team and smother
the opponents under the weight of
evidence. At any rate it will be a
real battle of words.

Willamette's negative team, which
Is composed of those argumentative
demons, Bernard Ramsey and Frank
Bennett will travel to Forest Grove,
where they will vie vfith the Pacif-
ic debaters in what promises to be
a very evenly matched conflict. Pa-

cific is after the triangle honors
but they will have to beat tbe Wil-

lamette representatives before they
can be assured of a three in one vic-

tory, and very one agrees that they
will have to be some debaters if
they surpass Ramsey and Bennett.

ket in Thursday's battle. Whitman
seemed to have the greater luck in
ecoring thruout the half. Close shots
by the Bearcat tossers lingered on

13-- 7 lead when 20 minutes of the
time had elapsed.

Apparently something happened
between halves, for inside of one
minute after the whistle had blown
for the second period, Jackson and
Bimick had each contributed a field
basket, and Gillette two free throws,
tying up the score. However, the
good work did not stop there, for
before the final gun. sounded the
Bearcats had rolled up the count
25-1- 6, making 18 in the last half
while the Missionaries were satisfied
with 3.

' Each member of the Willamette
squad regained his shooting eye in'

the last period, Dimick, Jackson,
and Wapato each scoring two field
baskets. "Joter" iilletto was high
point man for the local five with
five out of nine free throws and
two field goals. Rarey played a
good checking game and came thru
with his usual field basket.

Rich and Gurian performed in
stellar manner for tho visitors, the
former being high scorer of the
evonlng with 10 points. He lived up
to his reputation as an able free
thrower by making four baskets in
five attempts.
