President Truman's speech calling for universal

military training and reenactment of selective ser-
vice legislation left many persons jittery and with
an all-gon- e feeling.

We, the age bracket
now attending universities, especially have been
trying to ignore the gravity of the world situation.

College students have discussed and studied the
United Nations with a sort of desperate hope.

But the world, it would seem, isn't ready for the
adequate functioning of a civilized organization
such as the UN.

Now the forced gaiety of the war years, born of
cynicism and lack of hope, is in evidence on the
campus.

"Got your blues pressed?"
"Just sent my uniform to the cleaners."
"Got that brass polished?"
"I'm gonna work in the shipyards."
"I'm going to be a USO entertainer."
It probably isn't good to assume the inevitability

of another war, an assumption the above remarks
Indicate. Such resignation cannot be beneficial to
personal or world future. Such resignation, on a
mass scale, sjarely won't promote peace.

The world is not at war yet. The door is still open
for peace, security, and a life wiih a future. The
draft isn't approved yet.

Possibly, just possibly, military strength will avert
an open, shooting war in a world that appears to be
largely motivated by self interest Appeasement
seems to have failed in the past

Possibly a splash of ice water, such as Truman's
speech, may awaken the sleeping fears of the peo-
ple of the world. Possibly the stark realization of
the possibility of a third world war may urge the
war-torn- , weary people of the world to new efforts
toward understanding and cooperation. Just pos-
sibly.

But resignation to the Inevitability of another war
wffl only make that war a certainty.

In fact, as Lillie pointed out,
the Northwest conference
records are all held by these
three teams except for a tie for
the high hurdles held jointly by
a Whitman and College of Idaho
man.
Old Timers Hold Records

Also, it seems apparent that
the men holding the present rec-
ords are the old timers since 12
of the 15 record holders were
victors before 1940.

However, when scanning over
the conference records, Lillie be-

lieves that they could be beaten
and with a couple of more sea-
son's experience, some of the
boys out this year could be the
record breakers.

Northivest Loop Future Unsettled
What will eventually become of the Northwest conference

in the next few years to come is just about anybody's guess as
far as Athletic Director Jerry Lillie is able to determine. Ever
since the departure of the Puget Sound Loggers from the loop
took place a few weeks ago, speculation by fans, players and
coaches alike has been running high as to what will become of
or evolve from the loop.

In a short gabfest with the Bearcat bossman this week, Lillie
expressed the opinion that even with the Loggers out of the
league, Willamette still will have tough enough competition to
keep its hands full, and thus, for at least the present, plans to
stick with the conference.

Some Want Tougher Competition
However, many observers over the Northwest have evi-

dently felt for a long time that Willamette, for one, is playing
out of its class, and should be seeking tougher competition than
the Northwest conference affords. If Willamette did drop out
of the loop it would just about nix the loop since it is one of only
two or three that can draw a sizeable crowd in conference foot-
ball games. i

L. H. Gregory, sporting editor of the Oregonian, recently
pointed out that Willamette might do well to work into a Col-
umbia valley league that was proposed several years back when
"Spec" Keene and his jugernauts were rolling over their con-
ference opposition like a steamroller. The proposed league would
have included teams like Idaho, Southern Idaho, Montana and
Montana State.

Competition Tougher Now
In reply to this suggestion, Lillie points out that the Bear-

cats had a lot softer competition before the war as far as the
league is concerned. Before the war teams like Pacific and Lin-fie- ld

had school populations of around 300 to draw from and
competing with Willamette, who had their normal compliment
of 850, was just asking for defeat. However, both Linfield and
Pacific have enrollments of nearly 900 and they are clearly
holding their own as far as material is concerned.

Whether the schools in question can maintain their present
enrollment during tougher times, which some think are coming,
that is something to wait and see.

OCE May Be Eighth Member
At present the only school that has shown interest in be-

coming an eighth member of the conference, to replace Puget
Sound, is Oregon College of Education at Monmouth. Though
the Educators are certainly in the right position to play sports
economically, being close to four other loop teams in the Wil-

lamette valley, they are hardly a team to strengthen the league
by offering tough competition, at least at present.

Where to find a team at leasi the calibre of Puget Sound is
of course another problem. However, the loop might do well to
partly follow the Columbia valley suggestion and invite either
Southern Idaho or Montana State into the league. Montana
State at present is not affiliated with any loop and might readily
accept if asked. Though Southern Idaho doesn't have the pres-
tige of Montana State, they are making a determined effort to
build up their sports program and could be tough to beat in a
short time.
