Following last year's NAIA playoff trip and the graduation of numerous key 

performers, the 1969 edition of Willamette University football opened with an 
accent on youth and with a few seasoned veterans in strategic positions. The 
Bearcats had their fourth-quarter woes with three conference foes in the form of 
College of Idaho, Lewis and Clark, and Linfield, but bounced back to dump 
Pacific Lutheran University from sole ownership of first place. The grid men 
showed great spunk as they rebounded from early defeats with great games, beat­
ing University of British Columbia and falling to a nationally ranked Puget Sound 
team. Among the outstanding highlights for the season were Bob Riley's league 
leading 49 receptions, Tom Williams' long yardage (74 and 96) pass interception 
returns, and Gary Clark's 1000+ yards gained by passing. Post-season highlights 
for the Bearcats included the naming of three AII-NWC first-teamers and four 
Honorable Mentions. Linebacker Calvin Lee, cornerback Tom Williams, and de­
fensive end Tom Weathers were selected as the best in the league, while split end 
Bob Riley, linebacker Sanford Kawana, center Gary Scrivner, and offensive tackle 
Jerry Todd garnered the mention honors. Lee was not only considered the best in 
the NWC, but was picked as a first-team NAIA All American member for the second 
consecutive year. With the accent on youth. Coach Ogdahl started as many as seven 
frosh during the season. Turning to next year. Ogdahl is optimistic, as only four 
seniors were on the squad. The Bearcats will definitely miss the presence of Lee, 
Weathers, Kawana, and fullback Ron Jensen, but with a full season of experience 
behind them, the young Cats look to next year anxious to return to the top of the 
Northwest Conference.

Rugby, Willamette's newest, and in most peoples' opinion, 

roughest sport, had an outstanding first year. A new game at 

Willamette University, this hard-hitting sport is played without 

benefit of pads or helmets.

Rugby, a combination of soccer and football, requires great 

physical ability, and above all, great skill and teamwork.

The Willamette rugby team played such physically impres­

sive teams as the University of Oregon, Oregon State Univer­

sity, the University of Washington, the Portland Rugby Club, 

the Seattle Rugby Club, and others. Willamette's team showed 

great improvement as the season rolled by. The Bearcats con­

cluded the season with a score of 10 - 5 - 1.
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The History of the George Putnam University Center
by Dr. E. Jerry Whipple

"Cokes on the campus: Juke box for the local jerks! 
Seeing one of the most startling innovations in years from 
the social point of view, students today are getting acquainted 
with the new student union coke center on the ground floor 
of Waller Hall."

So read the Sept. 21, 1942, edition of The Collegian in 
welcome to the University's first student center which was 
later named "Bearcat Cavern." The Cavern started as a one- 
room "Coke Shop" to serve the needs of the student body 
during the War years. It survived the scarcity of ice cream and 
other confections and in 1944 expanded to an adjoining room 
to serve the "campus-locked" sailor-students of the V-12 
years.

The tight confines of the Cavern were recognized by the 
students and the administration, and in 1953 a new student 
union was mentioned in long range development plans (along 
with the Fine Arts Auditorium, women's residence, health 
center, worship chapel, classroom building, and swimming pool

addition to the gymnasium). The Auditorium, Doney Hall 
and Bishop Memorial Health Center became the immediate 
concerns and soon became realities.

After countless hours of planning and construction, the 
George Putnam University Center was dedicated January 30, 
1970. Moreextensive planning by all segmentsof the University 
went into this 50,000 square foot facility than that devoted to 
any other building on the campus. Even more than just a 
building, however, the University Center is an organization 
and a program to serve all members of the Willamette 
University community — students, faculty, administration, 
alumni and guests.

The University Center was planned to provide services, 
conveniences and amenities for members of the University 
community in their daily life on the campus. It combines 
unity and flexibility to provide the best environment for 
cultural, recreational and social activities. Dialogue across 
residential lines and more frequent informal exchanges between
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students and faculty have been just two of the results of the 
three-story structure. In addition to becoming an integral 
part of the educational program at Willamette, the University 
Center is serving asa unifying force between Salem Community 
and the campus. Sufficient space is available for large con­
ferences and educational meetings, and planners envision 
extensive use of the facility during the summer months.

Final determination of the facilities to be installed in 
the University Center came after a thorough study of recently 
built student union buildings at about 65 colleges and univer­
sities around the country. Many of these colleges were 
visited and others responded to a lengthy questionaire.

Obviously, more than just dreams were necessary to 
finally answer the growing need for a University Center at 
Willamette. Sufficient land and generous financial support 
made the new building a reality. The land was part of the 21 
acres purchased by the University through urban renewal and 
the $1.5 million it took to complete the project came from 
many alumni, parents, faculty, trustees, students and friends of

the University, including a sizeable bequest from the George 
Putnam estate.

Mr. Putnam was a courageous journalist, distinguished 
American, and devoted benefactor of Willamette. He was born 
in New Orleans, Louisiana on September 10, 1872, and edu­
cated at the University of Nebraska. After finishing college, 
George Putnam joined his family on the West Coast. While 
serving as a staff writer on the San Diego Tribune, he attracted 
the attention of publisher E. W. Scripps, who made him the 
Pacific Coast manager of the Scripps-McRae Press Association. 
After several years as editor and publisher of newspapers in the 
three West Coast states, Mr. Putnam purchased the Salem 
Capital Journal, where he was to spend the balance of his pro­
fessional life — forty-two years, as editor and publisher.

George Putnam's life and work was recognized by Willamette 
University when the honorary degree. Doctor of Literature, 
was conferred upon him in 1945. With the dedication of the 
University Center, Willamette proudly and permanently linked 
the name of George Putnam with its own.

There have been many changes this year. The beginning 

of the year saw the first publication and distribution of the 
Course Critique, the extension of women's keys to the juniors 
and sophomores, the appointment of students to all the major 
faculty committees, representation of students at faculty 
meetings, the approval of a limited open dorms policy, the 
changing of the drinking rules, a recommendation for a new 
system for student discipline, the codification and basic change 
in the structure of A.S.W.U. Constitution, the elimination of 
academic funding by the student body over a three year per­
iod, the development of a student Academic Affairs Commit­
tee, and in general, an increased participation by students in 
every phase of the University's operations.

In addition, this year, we as students, were concerned 
with or participated in the Viet Nam Moratorium days, the 
awareness of the importance of our environment, and the dev­
elopment of a new and comprehensive University Speakers 
Forum. These changes were all designed with one goal in mind: 
to make this University a better place in which students might 
learn. Although important in themselves it is my opinion that 
these changes were but the symptoms of a much more funda­
mental change in the basic attitudes of the University. For the 
past four years, it has been argued that we should no longer 
speak in terms of a "Willamette family" for "family" always 
implies that there should be children. Instead, we have 
attempted to create a "Willamette community". One year ago 
I stood before you as a new Student Body President and 
expressed the hope that the concept of the Willamette Com­
munity might become a complete reality. I would like to 
submit to you today that we are well on the road to achieving 
that goal.

No longer are members of the Board of Trustees thought 
of as simply phantoms or old men and women totally out of 
touch with reality. We in student government have had the 
opportunity to speak with them and work with them on num­
erous occassions. And what is more important, although we all 
hold different ideas, we have come to realize that we are all 
involved because we with to see Willamette become a better 
institution of higher learning.

It is also my hope that during this past year student gov­
ernment has taken on an increased importance in the eyes of 
all students. Our greatest gift in my opinion was that we 
proved that the system can work, and that Student Senate 
isn't just Mickey Mouse. If we are to leave any legacy I hope 
it is that if we are willing to do our homework, to prepare our 
proposals in the best possible manner, then we will be listened 
to, and we will get the action we desire.

As an outgoing President, feeling somewhat like an old 
man and a has-been, it would be very easy for me to dwell at 
length on the things that have happened in the past year, but 
rather than submit to this feeling, I would rather take a few 
moments to talk about Willamette's future, as I see it.

I was very interested in the recent Student Body 
elections for in the space of one discussion I learned that the 
Student Body President is really an efficient dictator rubber 
stamp. It was also submitted that the Student Body President 
is the only one who really knows what is happening through­
out the entire University. I'm not entirely sure that either of 
these assertions are correct, but during this past year I have had 
the opportunity to understand at least in part what this 
University is all about.

In the next few years to come, I would call upon all 
students to forget about the Mickey Mouse, such things as 
open dorms, hours, and drinking, for in the final analysis, what 
really counts is the kind and quality of education every one of 
us is to receive at this institution. Our faculty in the past four 
years has demonstrated a willingness to try new programs, and 
it is my hope that all students will recognize that their greatest 
interest lies in increasing the quality of instruction at this 
institution.

Specifically, I would hope to see a comprehensive black 
studies program instituted. I am well aware of the limited 
resources of this University, and I do not, therefore, call for an 
independent Black Studies department. But it seems to me 
that we can devise a program whereby the heritage and culture 
of the blacks becomes an integral part of each and every course 
offering. This would not entail hiring dozens of new professors 
or the expenditure of thousands of dollars, but rather a con­
certed effort on the part of the faculty and the students to 
present our Black, as well as white, heritage, especially in the 
fields of Political Science, Sociology, History and Literature.

I would also ask that once again the faculty and hope­
fully this time with the aid of many interested students would 
begin a serious consideration of a Junior-Senior Scholars pro­
gram. Indeed, at the present time, other than one Alpha Kappa 
Nu banquet, there is absolutely no incentive for outstanding 
scholarship at this University. If it ever becomes possible, it is 
my hope that a co-ed dormitory could be created so scholars 
who wish to excell would be offered every opportunity to do 
so.

To me, as a former counselor, as a student, as a Student 
Body President, and as a future alum, it is absolutely essential
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Student Body President
that the University establish a professional counseling staff.
I find it inexcusable that when the problem is raised it is 
answered with a short, "Well, the percentage of problem 
students is no greater here than any place else." I am quite 
sure that this is true, but Willamette ought not ever to deal in 
cold numbers. If there is one individual who needs help, and 
can't find it, then this University has failed. And if there is one 
administrator or faculty or student who doesn't believe there 
is a problem then he is blind or he has forgotten what this 
institution is all about.

In the immediate future, I am quite sure that a student 
Bill of Rights can be prepared and adopted. I am also confi­
dent that within another academic year there will be student 
representation at all Board of Trustees meetings, and what is 
far more important, student representation on all major 
Board committees.

Finally, if Willamette is to really improve as an academic 
institution there must be a major change in the students as well 
as the faculty. If academic excellence is our goal, then a Pass- 
Fail system merely to get by without doing the work must be 
discontinued. If faculty and students really want high academic 
standards, then there should be no such thing as a Mickey 
Mouse class or an easy "C" and if there is, then students should 
refuse to sign up for that class. But if, in fact, students and 
faculty are not really concerned with academic excellence but 
rather with only having a good time, and getting a diploma, 
then we had better stop kidding ourselves. This is perhaps the 
most vital question, and there is no simple answer, Willamette 
will never be poor academically, but it may well be mediocre.

Socially, I am sure that within the next few years, 
women's keys will be extended to second semester freshmen 
women and that senior women at least in part will be allowed 
to live off-campus. Unlike many editorials which appear in the 
newspaper, I do not believe that fraternities and sororities are 
doomed on this campus nor do I believe that they are inher­
ently evil or inherently good. The fact is that all students need 
to belong to some type of organization—be it Greek or inde­
pendent—and for this reason alone fraternities and sororities 
will continue to exist on this campus. It is up to them as to the 
manner in which they will exist. It is my feeling that the center 
of the social life has shifted across the tracks to our new 
University Center, and with it has come a new concept of the 
student, as a member not only of a small living organization, 
but as a member of the university as a whole. In this I feel that 
Student Body Officers are in the lead, for they no longer can 
allow themselves to be representatives of just Greeks or just 
the independents, but rather, they must represent all students, 
all the time.

By way of a rather lengthy closing, I would like to make 
one thing perfectly clear: I do believe in this institution. One 
of my greatest disappointments as Student Body President was 
the discovery that I spent so much time worrying about Willa­
mette's problems and talking and working on abstract things 
and ideas. In the process many days would go by when I would 
forget entirely all that is good and beautiful about the institu­
tion. And believe me, as a member of the class whose epithet 
shall read "We stayed, and we cared," there are many good and 
beautiful things. The greatest thing that Willamette has going 
for it are the people who are here. I have yet to meet an admin­
istrator who doesn't really care about this institution and its 
students. I would like to take this opportunity to especially

thank Dr. Whipple and Pres. Fritz for all of their help. It has 
been rare when we have entirely agreed on any issue but there 
has never been a time when they have refused to listen or 
refused to consider what I had to say.

It has also been my privilege to learn from and know 
many members of the faculty, who in the years to come I will 
be able to call friends. But above all, the greatest thing that 
Willamette has is the opportunity that we as students have of 
getting to know each other. When I think of Willamette, I 
don't think of books, and I don't think of buildings. I do 
think of people.

Lastly, I want it made clear that I do not leave Willamette 
or Student Government as a cynic or disillusioned. I believe 
in this institution and I have faith in its ability and its potential 
It is not for me to say whether or not this year has been suc­
cessful. But I can say that I have enjoyed it.

They provided fine leadership 
and along with two other seniors, Rick Sparber and David Grigonis will be 
missed next year. Two new school records were set by press time. Ed Wallace 
ran a sparkling 4:11.8 mile to win the NAIA District mile title for the third 
straight year, and Ron Jensen compiled a total of 6512 points in the 
decathlon. Both will be competing at the NAIA National meet in Billings, 
Montana in early June along with high jumper Rich Whipple, hammer thrower 
Steve Stocker and 6 miler Rick Sparber.

Under the leadership of Freshman Glee Manager Ron Bemis, 
the Class of '73 organized ten committees to plan and mobilize 
this year's songfest.

Coordinating the work with Ron were Assistant Manager 
Bruce Sedgewick and Recording Secretary Katy Dolezal. Head­
ing committees through three months of planning were Heidi 
Nordlund and Jackie Coston—Banquet, Ada Menzies-Programs, 
Debbie Shan and Virginia Garrett—Souvenir Booklet, Elaine

The Total Eclipse of the Sun
7 March, 1970 
M. B. Stewart

The moment totality commenced I was immersed in a novel visual experience. 
It was dark, too dark to read a newspaper, but not so dark that you could not read 
the headlines. The air around me was strangely self-luminous with a steely-bluish 
light. The sky around the sun was quite black except for the wonderful glowing 
corona, a gleaming patch of silver white three times as large as a full moon. The 
corona contrasted with the black circle cut from its very center by the dark side of 
the moon. The horizon all around me in every direction was as in the dawn, but 
unlike the dawn not rosy yellow but rather the same strange steely-bluish color 
that filled the air all around me. The planets Venus and Mercury were easily seen 
in the sky near the sun as were a few of the brightest stars. After an awe-inspired 
silence fell over the tens of thousands of people in the plain of Miahuatlan a low 
murmer of wonder passed through the crowd.

No photograph can capture the scene I have just described but the reader 
looking at photographs can aid his imagination by considering these parallels. The 
self-luminosity of the air was rather like the glow that fills a football stadium 
during a night game when a fog is just starting to form, except that the air was 
perfectly free of haze on the day of the eclipse. The color of the light was some­
what like the color cast in a welder's shop by a brilliant electric arc, but without 
the overpowering sense of glare.

The solar corona varies greatly in brightness so 
that a photograph showing the inner corona does not 
show the outer, and one showing the outer so over­
exposes the inner as to wipe out all the detailed 
structure that it possesses. The following views of 
the totally-eclipsed sun show two different aspects of 
the corona.

Notice the filamentary variations in the edges 
of the corona. They are due to the sun's magnetic 
field. The bright notch in the edge of the moon is 
due to the overexposed base of a solar prominence, a 
great tongue of material cast out the surface of the 
sun to a height of forty thousand miles or so. In 
thinking about this, remember that the earth is only 
eight thousand miles in diameter.

I want to take this opportunity to thank the 
Atkinson Fund of Willamette University for making 
it possible for me to go to Mexico to view this eclipse.

The major themes of the 1969-70 school year were change 
and renewed hope, tempered by a lingering suspicion and the 
thirst (for knowledge?)

With the new year, Willamette experienced a new president, 
R. Joshua Fritz, a new Dean of Women, K.S. Anderson; a new 
chaplain, Phil Harder; a new financial aid director, J.R. Ryan; 
a new V.P. for development, two new campus coordinators, 
and a lively freshman class. As a sidelight, we also had twelve 
new faculty members. Dean Anderson was heralded as the most 
liberal Dean of Women since V.V. Halcrer.

Prior to September, incoming freshmen once again exper­
ienced the glory of camp on the beautiful banks of Silver Creek 
Falls. The benefits of camp were only surpassed by the enjoy­
ment of orientation week on the banks of the beautiful Mill 
Stream.

The first in a long line of crises concerning student involve­
ment in expanding Willamette's scope from a peculiarly edu­
cational institution into a university was the much-heralded 
advent of the course critique. The critique, a venture in student 
activism, was greeted with both praise and denouncement, but 
at least it was noticed in an institution characterized by un­
flinching and often unsatisfactory self-analysis. For the first 
time, Willamette students were able to evaluate the education 
which costs them around $12,000 over a four-year period. 
Once published, the critique was made available to all con­
cerned; its effect has lingered throughout the year, but emo­
tional response outweighed intellectual and institutional re- 
evaluation, and, at the end of the year, little change in classes 
could be measured.

Guided by the philosophy, "animals aren't kept in cages, 
why should students," the students, faculty, administrators, 
and, finally, the trustees, liberated sophomore and junior 
women by granting an extension of women's keys. The gross

degeneration in Willamette morals sent shock waves which 
reached as far as Jason Lee's tomb. Next stop: Chastity Castle?

Under the new Forum series, we were presented with six 
speakers during the year. The first was Dr. John Searle, who 
spoke on revolution on campus. Later, famous author Vance 
Packard lectured on ecological problems. Liberal idol and 
Georgia legislator Julian Bond graced Willamette with his pre­
sence when he tried to discuss the new politics in America. 
Haight-Ashbury social worker David E. Smith lectured on drug 
abuse and his experience in San Francisco. Erwin Canham, 
Editor-in-Chief of the Christian Science Monitor, and Professor 
Hans J. Morgenthau rounded out the year of forums, once 
called "convos." Scattered throughout the year were excellent 
lectures on sex by Dr. Trainer. Also along this line were the 
Open Seminars under Tom (veni, vidi, vici) Sampson and later, 
Mike Money. All together, these programs provided us with 
stimulating speakers on vital topics.

Willamette's Free University entered its second year with 
mammoth participation by Salem citizens. Twenty classes, 
ranging from Bill Bennett's "Sex on Willamette's Campus" to 
folk dancing, provided students and local residents with an op­
portunity for additional recreational or intellectual experiences.

Mom and Dad, good old Mom and Dad, each year they make 
the journey from throughout the country to see the place which 
is going to, over four years, suck them dry. Of course, for thera­
peutic value, Willamette presented the relevant musical, "How 
to Succeed in Business without Really Trying." Another feature 
was a confrontation between parents and a chosen student- 
faculty panel which tried — futily — to explain what was going 
on at Willamette, both socially and intellectually. The discus­
sion ranged through the war, drinking, and pot, with little com­
munication on these issues, but a great deal of understanding 
on the need for closing hours, for dress codes, and for power to 
the administration. It was like a group therapy session for the

What do they do, anyway?
The international burning issue of the year, from Septem­

ber to May, was the war in Vietnam. Willamette joined in the 
nation-wide Moratorium on October 15. Activities included a 
thirty-hour vigil during which most of the 40,000 names of 
American war dead were read. Most classes did not meet, and, 
three years late, Willamette had a teach-in on the war. The 
Collegian issued a special edition, which was later criticized — 
but that's the beginning of another story. Willamette was the 
focal point for the state-wide march on the capitol. Over 2000 
concerned Americans, young and old, demonstrated their 
opposition to their country's policies in Indo-China. With Pres­
ident Nixon's Vietnamization program, opposition quieted 
down until April. Then, with the U.S. invasion of Cambodia, 
it sprang up with increased vigor. Canvassing and demonstrations 
showed that the anti-war sentiment which took so long to reach 
Willamette was here to stay.

The student Court Package was presented as a means to 
diminish the "hypocritical disparity between pronouncement 
and practice." The Court Package controversy continued, 
throughout the semester.

Homecoming — still awaiting the second coming.... Enough 
money was lost on Homecoming to buy at least seven more G. 
Herb portraits. Sandpipers....

The second Collegian controversy began with an attack on 
Baxter grass colonies. As the Capitol Journal stated, if marijuana 
use can provoke a controversy at a "conservative school like 
Willamette" over blatancy or non-blatancy, "then grass is just 
about everywhere." The "Collegian M.J." issue even surpassed 
the "Headless Halloween Horse" edition.

And that was fall semester, 1969. Football was poor; 
Gary Purpura won the individual conference title in cross 
country. It was appropriate that a semester which began with 
freshman camp and the "Celebrate Life" sing-ins should end 
with a Christmas festival. Also appropriate to climax 1969 was 
the selection of the order of induction for Nixon's lottery: 
September 14th sucks.... "All we are saying is give peace a 
chance."

Revolution at Willamette spread to the decision-making pro­
cess — well, it almost did. Students were seated on most faculty 
and administrative committees, usually with votes. They were 
even allowed to attend the sacred faculty meetings. Of course, 
their by-laws prohibited them from voting at these meetings, 
since only permanent members of the faculty with status of in­
structor or higher may vote...persons like the library cataloguer, 
admissions director, and campus coordinator. Rumors are, we 
will have representatives on trustee committees next year. 
Wonder if they will have discussion privileges?

With second semester, the frosh revolted over that old 
stand-by, open dorms. Seems freshmen are never able to see sin 
and corruption when it's right in their own rooms. The Student 
Court was scratched as Ronald finally gained "intervisitation" 
hours: 18’/j hours —dare we ever hope for 19? With the changed 
drinking regulation and the "open dorm" provisions, the revised 
Standards of Conduct sailed through the "channels." Who ever 
said morality didn't change from year to year? All it takes is a 
new administration!

The Willamette "sex gap" was bridged with the passage of a 
co-ed dorm and re-arranged freshman dorms. Another pillar of 
decency crumbled at the feet of Mrs. Notson.

While greeting the new center, we also said good-bye to some­
one old. Dr. G. Herbert Smith officially ended his twenty-eight- 
year reign as President of Willamette University. It was fitting 
that his retirement banquet should be the first function held in 
the university center he worked so tirelessly to build and finance.

In appreciation of his love for and efforts on behalf of Willa­
mette, the Fine Arts Auditorium was renamed after Dr. Smith. 
Thanks, G. Herb!

In February, faculty, students, and others gathered once 
again for the annual Student-Faculty Conference. Relevancy 
was tossed out the window as they chose to discuss the topic 
of education at Willamette.

The music group presented us with two great performances 
during the spring. First was Mozart's "The Marriage of Figaro," 
soon followed by Bach's complete "St. Matthew Passion."

ASWU Treasurer Rich Polley presented his plan to relieve 
the student body of the financing of academic activities. An 
outstanding piece of reasoned responsibility, the report will 
serve as a guiding example for years to come. While taking this 
step out of the academic realm, the Senate, reasoning as only it 
can, plunged student government into the dark abyss of edu­
cational policy by establishing an Academic Affairs Committee, 
designed to become a major arm of ASWU activities.

For one week this year, as in each year for the preceding sixty- 
two, Glee's nostalgic militarism enveloped the campus in rigo­
rous training sessions from five in the morning to ten at night. 
Caricatured D.I.'s whipped nookies into formations which re­
flected the essence of the youth movement, Today. On Saturday 
night, four years of struggle resulted in a burst of joy, as the 
senior class broke one of the all-time bad records and won Glee. 
Thanks from the senior class, and KEEP GLEE.

As the final convocation of the year was about to begin, 
Willamette students took a few minutes to honor their best 
friend in the administration, Dr. E. Jerry Whipple. Bill Bennett 
and Skip Macy led the statements of appreciation for the many 
years of work and dedication Dr. Whipple has given to Willa­
mette and its students. In addition to a plaque, students pre­
sented the Whipples and Dr. Whipple's secretary, Mrs. Margaret 
Maris and her husband, to dinner at the Prime Rib.

Willamette sent a delegation of students to the National 
Management "Simulation Competition at the University of 
Nevada. Under the guidance of Dr. Richard Gillis, the team of 
MacClouse, Denny Johnson, Mick Luce, and Craig Danielson 
won honors in a Wall Street gambling competition.

The most far-reaching controversy of the year remained the 
debate over who stole the squirrels. But the St. Francis of W.U. 
stood firm. Chuck Petzel has become a living legend. Although 
it may have received less attention, Willamette's "Earth Week," 
sponsored by IFC and the freshman class, exemplified increased 
student interest in significant national issues.

The 1969-70 academic year was characterized by a continued 
search for improvement and a new sense of community. Much 
was accomplished, but much unfinished business remains on 
the campus and in the nation. The year ended with Kent State.
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"It is one thing to be an activist who is passionate about change for the 
sake of change and quite another to be involved in assuming responsibility for 
the quality of learning. This responsibility is not the exclusive burden of the 
faculty. Students must not only want it but be willing to work for it. Unfortun­
ately, the mere physical presence of a student on a campus is not adequate 
evidence of this commitment. What each makes of his opportunities at 
Willamette can ultimately be judged only many years later.

"In Willamette's case, what is now provided has been made possible 
through the sacrifice and dedication of thousands and thousands of people 
over a period of 127 years. Yet, even given these traditions, you as an 
individual can change Willamette University. It will be a different place when 
you graduate and the degree of difference is directly related to your interest 
and involvement."

THE COLLEGE OF LAW

Consistent with its mission in legal education, the College 
of Law added courses to its curriculum reflecting current 
trends in the law and relating the needs of the law students to 
events occupying the attention of the American public.

A course in the law of the poor was added to provide the 
professional student with accurate and current knowledge re­
garding federal and state programs designed to cope with the 
problems of poor people. Students engaged in individual 
research in the areas of public housing, welfare, landlord- 
tenant relations, consumer problems and legal aid.

A seminar in Political and Civil Rights was created to 
meet the rising demand for specialized knowledge required of 
the modern practitioner. This seminar emphasizes a variety 
of problems of discrimination arising out of race, color, religion, 
sex, national origin and the like. Law students are given an 
opportunity to examine problems of discrimination as they 
relate to personal security, voting, education, employment, 
housing, public accommodations, and health and welfare 
services.

To assist the law student in making the transition 
between the theory and practice of the law an internship 
program has been added to our curriculum. Students who 
enroll in this program are assigned to practicing attorneys in 
order that they may experience directly many aspects of the 
legal process. Currently, we have students interning with the 
Legal Aid Association; the Public Defender; the Attorney 
General; District Attorney's Office; practicing attorneys and 
law firms as well as many agencies of state government. This 
program will be expanded.

These 10-13 
year olds from low income families and/or broken homes were boys who lacked 
the proper guidance and companionship that a normal father-son relationship 
generally offers They were boys who needed attention, who needed encour­
agement. who needed a friend who could set a constructive example for them. 
Some of them got this friend. Many were apologetically turned down due to 
an insufficient supply of big brothers. Those who did have big brothers were 
issued free YMCA membership caids. and went to the Halloween and Christ­
mas parties and the spring picnic together.

Senior Ted Fritts. president of the Inter-Fraternity Council last year, 
spearheaded Willamette's involvement in the program. In a September letter 
to President Fritz. Welfare administrator Kenneth Peterson praised the efforts 
of the Willamette men and looked forward to this year's program under the 
direction of Denny Johnson. Next year Mark Dudley will be in charge of the 
program, but every year the lonesome potential brothers wan for someone to 
be their very own brother. 8e that someone

WHAT IS ANGEL FLIGHT? Angel Flight is a 
national organization formed to be of service to 
campuses throughout the United States. The pur­
poses of this organization are three-fold:

To advance and promote interest in 
the United States Air Force.

To become better informed about op­
erations of military services.

To aid the progress of Arnold Air So­
ciety.

Here at Willamette we have adapted the services 
of Angel Flight to effectively meet the needs of 
the campus, as well,as the Air Force ROTC.

HISTORY- In the fall of 1951, Major Robert 
E. Whaley, USAF, who then was Commandant of 
Cadets of the 470th cadet Air Wing, University of 
Omaha, formed in conjunction with leading coeds 
from Omaha University's social organization, the 
first Angel's Flight, known as the Sponsor Corps. 
This Sponsor Corps was formed as an auxiliary 
group to the cadet officer/honorary organization, 
Arnold Air Society. The coeds who were selected 
for membership during the first year in the Spon­
sor Corps, which later became the National organ­
ization known as ANGEL FLIGHT, are today the 
charter members of the National organization.

The idea for an Angel Flight spread rapidly. By 
the fall of 1954 there were seventeen flights in­
cluding those at Drake, Miami, San Francisco State 
Universities and the Universities of Connecticut, 
Utah, Minnesota, Indiana, Ohio, and Iowa.

Today there are over 133 flights in the United 
States. Having National arid area conclaves and 
conventions, area inspections, national and area 
scholarships, awards, trophies and publications 
keep this National organization closely knit.

The National Headquarters for 1970-71 is at the 
University of Pennsylvania. The National Conclave 
will be held in Hollywood, Florida. The Area Head­
quarters is at Washington State University in Pull­
man, Washington, where the Area Conclave will 
be held this spring.

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The Willamette Independent Town Students became so 
independent that they decided to disband. The only thing 
they accomplished was to extend library hours. The modern 
student has no use for such an organization as the WITS, 
due both to a certain independent temperament on his part 
and to the difficulty in bringing such a large group together. 
Besides, all necessary improvements have been made: locker 
space, IM teams, and a place to eat without going home.

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Food for Thought

It is difficult to conceive of not going to Europe. But be­
tween the conception of crossing the Atlantic and the reality 
of tasting German beer, Vienese pastry and Scottish hospitality 
lies amazement that borders on disbelief, and the birth of a 
hope that occasionally fades with the expectance of an aborted 
dream. But the practical details of passport photos, perforated 
upper arms, and suitcases that hadn't witnessed so much cram­
ming since final exams function to bring one's feet down on 
the ground so hard and with so much pre-travel necessities that 
one is nearly travel-weary before driving to the airport and al­
most content to let Lowell Thomas do the footwork for us an 
hour a week on channel twelve.

But after a thousand hours of anticipation and planning and 
hopefully as many dollars, the increasing pressure of eighty 
heads on the blue seatbacks of United Flight 77 verify that 
you're not just on a trip but really taking one. Nonetheless, 
to a mild pessimist, or simply to one who has never travelled, 
the five-hour lay-over (hangover) at Kennedy International re­
proves the dream idea, or at least continues the luck that has 
limited your childhood globetrotting plans to California, Wash­
ington and Oregon, or perhaps the entire West Coast if you 
changed colleges a lot. For a while I was thinking that our Pan 
American 707 to Scotland had been crippled in three of its 
four jets by an out-of-season migration of Canadian geese. Or 
perhaps the delay was the work of some diabolical genius in 
the act of dissolving even a pleasant dream, ending with not 
even our mind's eye seeing Paris from the Eiffel Tower, but 
rather with our literal eyes glimpsing an aerial view of that 
French city on the front of some two-by-three-foot travel pos­
ter in Meier and Frank's photo shop.

The plane of course did arrive in one piece and without 
goose feathers clinging to the engine parts. After a delay 
of only one hour or so more, the 707 was caught in darkness 
somewhere above the Atlantic, and we, in lengthy catnaps 
until some insomniac playing scout sighted a sunrise off the 
right. It was quite a sight - in fact, the only thing that could 
be seen in near darkness at thirty thousand feet. But of all the 
impressive sights the choir saw in Europe, the very first re­
mains as memorable as any. After hours at night and minutes 
through stratocumulous clouds fleeing like fog to a foolish 
race car driver, the plane dropped below the gray lid and into 
the world of unexpected color. The intense, even green of 
Scottish farmland liberally sprinkled with patches of re-roofed, 
chimneyed, stucco houses often clustered together like town­
ships in Chaucer's England.

And if on our three-hour trip from the airport to Edinburgh, 
all eyes expectantly seized on differences between Scottish and 
American soil, the same eyes rested under closed lids when the 
same sight was virtually repeated for fifty miles from Edin­
burgh to London. Yet the first five hundred miles seemed 
only the more convenient equal of as much footwork in Lon­
don and then Vienna and then Paris and then London again - 
mileage compiled while learning the paradoxical facts that one 
doesn't get to know a city by seeing its major sights, and that 
one actually sees more by seeing less. Nearly all parred the 
British National Museum in three to eight hours but soon 
learned that in-flight glimpses of the world's treasures with 
nothing more for aid than twenty-twenty vision and the first 
course in Western Civ. is noway to appreciate the contributions 
of Methusalah's peers and progeny. Yet, even the excercise and

change of air was well worth the escape from the Leinster 
Hotel, which at least one adaptable choral director insisted was 
a euphemism for "The Cockroach Arms." As it turned out, 
a sense of humor proved as valuable for peace of mind as a 
sense of history for cultural appreciation.

It may not be accurate to generalize, but several of us noted 
consistently that at the Hotel's breakfasts each piece of bacon 
consistently appeared with small white footprints which were 
at best unchewable and at worst, as durable as neoprene. But 
if the London breakfasts were variations (mutations) of fami­
liar food items, the "continental breakfast" must have been the 
type of meal Kafka's Hunger Artist must have been referring to 
when he said he never did like food anyway. To be polite, it 
(the breakfast) always - and this is no generalization — con­
sisted of two rolls, a cube of butter, and jelly. The rolls must 
have taken their name from the verb of the same spelling and 
their texture and their appearance lead one to surmise that if 
the game golf was invented in Scotland then the game of base­
ball originated at the German breakfast table. But to give the 
impression that European food was always like breakfast would 
be as unrepresentative as saying that the only food product de­
rived from Hereford cattle is tripe. The untold pleasures of 
Scottish horsd'oeuvres and German wiener schnitzel more than 
took up the stomach's morning slack. Many of our richest 
moments were spent in restaurants, which afford far more 
cultural mixing and chance of observation than mere sampling 
of food. And the rest - well, the rest are too numerous and 
novel to describe verbally, for, indeed, if each experience were 
a flavor, then we tasted enough to confuse the tongue; and in 
the end, we learned more about seventy-nine other Americans 
than we did about Europe or a tenth that amount of people.

But the school annual is no place for a travelogue, and a tra­
velogue is no way to see Europe. We have our Kodak color 
slides, tattered diaries, foreign friends temporarily, at least, 
reduced to pen pals, and a few nostalgic memories that seem 
to fade back into the aura of disbelief resembling the strange 
mental posture of great expectations we'd assumed even before 
American Heritage gave us our flight bags and Al Fedge, our 
first lecture. And if May should catch us in a pensive stare at a 
mass-produced travel poster of Paris, it will be with the know­
ledge that our eyes have added more than one dimension to 
that placard — with eyes that have tasted the lustre of La 
Sacre Coeur from the Arc de Triumph at sunset, hands that 
have seen the Eiffel Tower's rusty stalks, ears that have felt the 
strangeness of a new vocabulary but the familiarity of another 
human voice and that have heard a child's face silently convince 
us we are one. Those of us who went now know that there are 
those who would have been better off on a Cooke's Tour, and 
others more at ease thumbing rides on the Autobahn. But 
despite our less than regal room and board and the tedious in­
convenience of assuming near-fetal position every time we 
boarded our traveling buses, few would trade the forty-plus 
days for three-score times the amount of money, for the taste 
of Vienese pastry, Scottish hospitality, and steiglbrau, may lead 
us to endure emaciated pocket books and three more typhoid 
shots.
