Now that the constitution has been officially revised and

that part of student body activity is over for another year,
a bit of comparison might prove interesting.

A staff member recently sent out ten questionaire
forms, relative to the student body fee apportionment of
other schools.

College of the Pacific, Stockton, affords the annual
7i-- , College of Puget Sound, Tacoma, 12, and Pacific
University, Forest Grove, 25. So look you, Wallulah staff,
what if you were in the former two schools. Here we still ap-

propriate '20.
Intercollegiate sports get 20 at Stockton, 257c at P.

U., and 40 at C. P. S. Willamette gets 27 . The school
paper gets, at Stockton, 9, at P. U., 13.75, and at C. P. S.

10.4. The Collegian exists upon 8V.
The last revision gives us 4'' in the social fund. This

fund at Stockton is 6 , at P. U., 4.25, and at C. P. S.
nothing. Music now gets 7 here. At Stockton the band gets
112 with no music fund at P. U. and one of 5 at C. P. S.

We can't draw any conclusions except that the budgets
certainly vary. Sometimes comparisons are interesting even
if they don't lead anywhere.

WHICH WAY, PLEASE?
About all we can say, speaking for the senior class in

general, is that things are in a pretty mess.
Now that it's about over we're all in a hodge-podg- e.

Conflicting thoughts and emotions intermingle to produce
a variety pattern that is probably typical of the life of a
senior in the closing weeks of his or her school life.

We hate to leave school for good and yet we're anxious
to get it over with.
