Although two of the three pro-
posed amendments voted upon
last Friday received a two-thir-

majority of voles cast, none of
the amendments voted upon was
considered as passed because the
necessary quorum of student!
failed to vote. This was the de-

cision reached by the student
council at an emergency meeting
Wednesday afternoon. Accord-
ing to the ASWU Constitution s

quorum of 51 per cent of tht
student body is necessary to de-

cide Constitutional amendments
As a result of this decision, tht

three amendments are due foi
a vote on December 11, as well
as publication again in the Col-

legian and posting on the bulle-
tin board one week prior to th
election.

The amendments will not
be revised in any way before
the December election but will
be voted upon again in their
original form. Arrangements
have been made to bring the
issues before the student body
for a second time in chapel
Tuesday, December 10. Mem-
bers of the council expressed
hope that this will arouse
enough interest to assure at
least a quorum vote.

Of the present enrollment 964
students hold sludent body cards
and 492 of that number consti-
tute a quorum. However, at pres-
ent the actual wording of the
Constitution is such as to allow
for different interpretations con-
cerning the term "quorum." The
student council plans to clarify
these sections referring to quor-
ums.

The exact vote on each of the
three issues last Friday shows
that 392 favored the amendment
of the Bearcat Cavern and 36 op-

posed it. The vote on the amend-
ment increasing the Law allo-
cation was 250 for the amend-
ment to 176 against it; and for
the third amendment, giving the
Law school a voting member on
the student council, the vote for
the amendment was 326 in favor
of it and 115 against it.

Also on Tuesday word came
that neither guest speaker could
be present. Bishop Bruce Baxter
had a previous engagement, and
Spec Keene's obligations as pres-

ident of the Dads' club forced
him to decline.

Another unsolved problem was
how to pay for the football play-

ers' meals. Formerly, a booster
club in Salem put money in a
sinking fund for Spec Keene,
then WU coach, to be used for
special purposes, such as the
banquet. Now that the fund is
discontinued, and there is no al-

location to take care of the mat-
ter, the team, as guest of honor,
would have to foot its own bill.
"Ham on My Hands"

At present, the food problem
is not where to find the meat,
but what to do with the 450
pounds of ham the committee
has already purchased. Hanauska
hopes to sell it to the Dads' club
for their banquet, but if this
plan falls through, it will be sold
to Lausanne and the sorority
houses.

"Whip Whitman banquet will
be possible next year only if the
budget includes a fund to defray
part of the expenses," Hanauska
remarked, "and then only if stu-

dent interest is sufficient to war-
rant giving the dinner."

its success the UN will suc-

ceed."
Delegate Bill Smith said: "The

UN was constructed for keeping
the peace. So far it has done its
job well. No nation has threat-
ened or tried to withdraw from
the organization. The main fear
the public has is that in the past
this type of an organization
hasn't worked. The UN will work
because it is based on finding
the answers of today's problems."

Five Willamette students who
attended the two day Northwest
International Relations Confer-
ence at Marylhurst college re-

turned to the campus this week
"to criticise the apparent lack of
faith in the United Nations,
voiced in a Collegian story last
week.

Delegates Pat Neimeyer, Sonia
Zlochenko, William Faminow,
Harold Malde and Bill Smith
agree that the UN would sur-

vive but added that without a
world police force the UN seems
powerless.

With sixty-on- e students repre-
senting 23 Northwest schools,
Willamette delegates found new
ideas for treating international
wounds. Simple but sensible the
findings were that UN must
place exchange education on a
mass basis; that the veto power
is necessary, but overused, and
must be limited; that atomic
secrecy must be exchanged for
Russian secrecy.

Harold Malde, IRC chairman,
answered WU's doubts by point-
ing out that the UN is the only
existing agency of world peace.
"It will be successful because
through its special agencies
(UNESCO, UNRRA, WOH) it
may transcend national bound-
aries and then may evoke world
unity by dissemination of diverse
cultures of various nations. In

India will have her freedom
within five years, Mr. Kumar
Goshal, Hindu lecturer, predict-
ed this week before a group of
WU students.

Born and educated in Calcut-
ta, the Hindu told Knife and
Fork club members that India's
caste system is no worse than
America's. He spoke of color
distinctions in this country and
continued that the "socially
elite" forms a caste setup here
comparable to that in India.

Goshal illustrated the feudal-
ism of present day India with
particular emphasis on the dom-

ination of the country's agricul-
tural resources by a few wealthy
landowners.

and college men without a ser-

vice record, and
high school seniors may apply.
Candidates who are successful
in passing will be given a four-ye- ar

college education at gov-
ernment expense and upon grad-

uation will be commissioned of-

ficers of the regular navy or
marine corps, or of the seserves.
Application forms must be reg-

istered by December 17, 1946.

Students chosen from these
competitive examinations will be
offered entrance in either Naval
Reserve Officers Training Corps
(NROTC) or the Naval Aviation
College Program (NACP). Those
choosing the former program
will attend one of the 52 colleges
or universities having NROTC
units where they will reecive the
cost of their tuition, books, and
normal fees and $50 a month
from the government for the
four-ye- ar period.'

They may receive a commis-
sion in the regular navy upon
graduation and will be required
to be on active duty ' for two ,

years if commissioned. Upon
completion of the above, they
may apply for a regular com-

mission in the regular navy or
transfer to the reserve and re-
