The proposed charter contains many important changes which
the student, body must consider. Among these the most out-

standing are a proposed athletic council,, radical changes in
student elections, a new system of collecting class dues, new'pro-vision- s

relative to The Collegian, and drastic revisions in the
award system.

No student is proving himself .1(10 per cent, a Willamette
hacker unless he or she is informed on the proposed changes. '

The Collegian is not prepared to give, a blanket endorsement to
the new const itul ion. There are provisions up which must be
subjected to keen debate and much careful thought. Such a
process is delegated to the student body proper.

Thus to every student comes a privilege and a duty; the con-

stitution is in your hands for acceptance or rejection or for help-
ful amendment. No one need excuse careful consideration on
the grounds that it is impossible; the. document is before you;

committee immediately after the
closing or the polls, and the result
of the election shall be posted on the
vaneus department bulletin board

uiause i. Llectioneering. No
electioneering nor soliciting of votes
s.nan ue permitted within limits es
tablished around the polls by the in
spector.

Clause S. Majority. It shall re
quire a majority vote to elect, and in
case no candidate receives such ma-
jority the Executive Committee shall
call a new election within one week:
at this election only the names of
the two candidates receiving the
highest number of votes shall appear
on the ballot.

Section 4. Term of Office. The
officers listed In section 1 shall as
sume the duties of their respective
offices at the beginning of the col- -

j lege year following their election,
and shall hold office for one year or
until their successors shall be regu-'larl- y

elected and qualified.
Section 5. Installation. Formal

installation of these officers shall be
held at the last regular meeting of
each college year.

Section O. Special Elections. Spe-

cial elections shall be held as fol-

lows:
Clause 1. At the first regular

meeting of the association each year
the following officers shall be chosen
by regular 'ballot:

a. The four members at large of
the Executive Committee;

b. The faculty member of the Ex-

ecutive Committee;
c. An inter-clas- s rivalry chair-

man. It shall require a majority to
elect.

Clause 2. At the regular meeting
of the association in March nomina-
tions for May Queen shall be made
by popular ballot from amung the
girls of the Senior Class. The three
persons receiving the highest num-
ber of votes shall 'become candidates
for this office. Election shall be
held one week after nomination, and
a plurality shall olect.

Clause 3. At any regular or spe-

cial meeting of the association a
special election may be called to fill
any vacancy that may occur in any
elective office.

Section 7. Recall. A special elec-

tion foe the recall of any officer or
officers of the association shall be
called by the President of the A. S,
R. at the petition of twenty-fiv- e per
cent" (25) of the members. It
shall require a two-thir- (2-- vote
to effect the recall.

ARTICLE V.
Vacancies.

All vacancies which may, occur in
elective offices shall be filled by reg-

ular popular ballot at a special elec-

tion.
ARTICLE VI.

Executive Committee.
Section 1. Membership. The Ex-

ecutive Committee shall consist of:
a. President of the A. S. B.. who

shall 'be presiding officer without
vote except in case of tie.

b. Vice President of the A. S. B.
c Secretary of the A. S. B., who

(f.) They shall pay all bills aris-

ing from their departments and be
ready upon three (3) days notice. to

render a report to the Executive
Committee or Athletic Council.

(g.) Thev shall keep an accurate
record of the playing time of their
members of teams.

(h ) They shall make a complete

record in triplicate of the equipment
of their departments, and of all re-

ceipts and expenditures of funds at
the Close of their respective seasons,

one of which shall go to the Execu-

tive Committee, one to the Athletic
Council, and one to be filed with the
records of their departments.

Section 2. Duties. The duties of

the Treasurer shall bo as follows:
(a.) Collect all dues and assess-

ments and receiive and hold in trust
all money accruing to the associa-
tion.

(b.) Pay all approved bills and
properly signed warrants.

(c. ) Keep an accurate account of
all transactions; be ready upon five
days nrftice to render a full account
to the Executive Committee or A. S.
E., and make a complete report at
the close of his term of office.

(d.) Collect and disburse the class
taxes as provided in Article IX.

(e.) Order and issue student body
tickets at time of registration.

(f.) Provide official poll bonks
for all A. S. B. elections by listing
the names of all students who have
paid their dues one week before the
time of blections.

ARTICLE XI.
Willamette Collegian.

Section 1. Name. The paper
shall be known as The Willamette
Collegian, and shall be published by
the, A. S. B. on Wednesday of each
week during the college year.

Section 2. Collegian Board. The
Collegian board shall consist of an
editor-in-chie- f, two assistant editors,
a business manager, and an assist-
ant business manager. The editor-in-chi-

and business manager snail
choose their own assistants.

Section ;i. Duties of ' Collegian
Board. The Collegian board shall
be responsible for the publishing of
The Collegian, and shall have pow-
er to appoint any other editor it may
deem necessary for the welfare ofthe paper.

Section 4. The President of the
A. S. B. shall appoint a (committee
of three to draw up a contract for
the A. S. B., party of the first part,
and the business manager of The
Collegian, party of the second part,
said contract to contain specifica-
tions for a minimum number of 30
issues per year on a weekly 'basis,
and a maximum of advertising not
to exceed forty-fiv- e per cent (45)
of the available space per issue.
Any other points required by the A.
S. B. may be recovered. Said con-
tract to be signed before October of
the college year-durin- which it is
to he effective.

Section 5. All minor details con-
nected with the publishing of the
paper shall be settled by yie staff.

Section O. Reports. After de-
ducting from the total rejvenueft of
The Collegian all the expenses of the
proper fhaintonance and publication
of the paper, the manager shall,
within one week after the close of
each month, render to the Executive
Committee a written report of the
financial status of the paper, togeth-
er with all vouchers for money paid
out, etc.

Section 7. Remuneration. The
editor and manager of The Collegian
shall each receive a salary of one
hundred dollars ($1U01 tier year.
This money shall be taken from the
net earnings of The Cn!!egi;;n. In
case net earnings are not sufficient
to enver this amount, the Fxecutive
Cnmmittee shall be nuthor.zed tn
pay these salaries froMi the perma-
nent Collegian fund, or in case of
a deficiency in this fund, from the
general fund.

Section S. At the close of the
college yenr if there is a surplus,
afier tlii-- salaries of the manure;'
and editor have been dedtu-ie- from
The Collegian fund, it .ball be divid-
ed as follows: One-thir- to the
business manager: one-thir- d to the
editor, and one-thir- to tin- -

fund. The ninnev so placed in Hie
sellers! fund shall be set aside as a

permanent Collegian f ind. In be
used for special issues and general
improvements of the p;.per ad visa ble
by the Fxicuiive Comini'tee. or to
meet any del ieil occurring in the
tegular Collegian funds in any year.
