Glee. Originally, Freshman Glee was a simple presentation of songs on a bare stage. 
Over the years, elaborate sets, marching and complex formations have also become 
essential parts of this special event. Freshman Glee is Willamette's own tradition of the 
past, which will continue in the future.
