consider my idea for ending
wars as (lie most practical yet
proposed," declared Lederer.

"This new support to our cru
sade should hasten the time when
we can martial world sentiment
and compel all governments to
outlaw war by constitutional
amendments."

Under this arrangement, the
pamphlets and pledge cards used
by Lederer in his international
crusade to outlaw war will be in-

cluded in all outgoing correspond
ence of World Peaceways."
