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the low rate of $8 per ton, it is patent
even to the layman that the $2 per ton
handicap via the Suez Canal is sufficient
in itself to transfer future American
commerce to Puget Sound. From
'IGiant Ships for Our Oriental Trade,"
by F. N. Stacy, in the American Month
ly Review of Reviews for May,

Paget Mound and the Orient.
The question here arises What are

the traffic conditions which warrant the
construction of vessels of such prodigi-

ous capacity and calling for such an
enormous volume of freight business?
Why should these vessels be bnilt for
Puget Sound, which heretofore has held
a subordinate position as compared with
the port of San Francisco?

In the first place, Puget Sound is the
logical gateway of the United States to
the Pacific Orient, by reason of the fact
of its geographical position. The short-

cut from the United States to the Orient,
as one will see when he consults his
globe, is northerly by way of the Aleu-

tian Islands. The average map presents
the coasts of North America and of Asia
as if they faced each other and were al-

most parallel' whereas the spherical Com
tour of the globe in fact makes the.-As-

atic shore line almost a continuation o?
projection of the American shore line to
the other side of the globe. Thus, the
most direct line from either San Fran-

cisco or San Diego, Cal, to Japan or
China, instead of being westerly by way

of the Sandwich Islands, is northerly
past Puget Sound and the Behring Sea.
It is 1,250 miles further from San Fran-

cisco westerly via Hawaii to Yokohama,
Shanghai, or Hongkong than from Puget
Sound northerly to the saie destina-

tions. In other words, the San Fran-

cisco round trip to the Orient via Hawai
is 2,500 miles longer than the Puget
Sound round trip via Behring Sea,
which is equivalent to a week's voyage
for a fif teen-kn- veseel. This advan-tautag- e

of a week to ten days in the
' length of a voyage is the logical basis

for the faith in Pnget Sound for the gate
way of Oriental commerce.

In the second place, the Puget Sound
route far American commerce with the
Orient isabout one-hal- f the length of the
New York route via the Suez Canal, the
haul is 11575 miles, ftS compared wiih
5.830 mil': s from Seattle to Hongkong.
From New York via the Suez Canal to
Yokohama the distance is over 13,000
miles, as compared with 4,250 miles from
Puet Sound to Yokahama. Why should
the United States circumnavigate the
globe to reach the Orient by way of Eu-

rope when it has a short-cu- t of its ow n

with one-ha- the length of haul ?

Another definite and convincing ad-

vantage which American commerce will
enjoy in taking the direct trade channel
from Puget Sound to the Orient is the
avoidance of the $2 per ton charge lev-

ied upon it by the Suez Canal. In view

Daily Califurnian.

Professor Edwin G- - Dexter of

the University of Illinois, noted
as a statistician, has compiled an
interesting set of figures on col-

lege football covering ten years
from 1893 to 1902. In summing
up the results of his compil-

ations Professer Dexter atates
them briefly as follows:

1. About one college man in
ten the country over, plays foot-

ball.

2. About twice as large a pro-

portion of the men in the small
colleges play the game as in the
large.

3. The proportion of men
playing seems to be slightly de-

creasing.
4. About one player in thirty-fiv- e

is sufficiently injured each
season as to necessitate loss of

time from college duties.
5. The number of college foot-

ball players who are perma-

nently injured oe die from the
effects of the game is so small as
to be practically a negligible
quantity.

6. College football is adequa-

tely supervised in nearly all in-

stitutions.
7. The opinions of college offi-

cers regarding the value of the
Same are, roughly, 17 to 1 in
favor (weighed in terms of en-

rollment).
8. The newspaper reports of

injuries to college football play-

ers seem to be grossly exagger-

ated. Not so much so in the
case of players upon other teams.
