Cracking at those whooping it
up for Nominee Landon Prof.
Jones declared: "Most of those
who are voting for Mr. Landan
have about as much reason for It
as Dr. Gatke indicated in his cele-

brated interview."
Repeating that he was neither

a socialist nor believed in the so-

cialist "protest vote" the econom-

ics professor singled out Nominee
Norman Thomas for special
praise. "I believe Norman Thom-

field. The interviewer believes,

Dr. W. B. Stewart
Discusses Failure
Of Price System

Dr. William Blair Stewart, pro-
fessor of economies at Reed Col-

lege, gave a talk on
the New Deal Sunday eveniny, Oc-

tober IS, at the First Congrega-
tional church. Professor W. C.

Jones, economic professor at Wil-
lamette, was chairman of the
meeting and introduced the speak-
er. A nuniDer of Willamette stu-
dents and townspeople attended
the forum discussion.

Dr. Stewart in his discussion
was concerned chiefly with the
series of legislative acts passed
by the present administration.
The reasons for the downfall and
inadequacy of the price system
which had formerly controlled the
economic order were mentioned.

According to Dr. Stewart there
are five different systems to
which the government might turn

laissez-fair- induced competi-
tion, regulation, cooperatives and
government ownership. Pros and
cons for each system were given
and it was suggested that perhaps
there should be a combination of
induced competition in small bus-
iness and gopernment ownership
of business that tends toward mo-
nopoly.

Dr. Stewart also briefly dis-

cussed the Bank Acts, N. R. A., A.
A. A., Security Exchange Com-
mission, Unemployment and So-
cial Security Act. and Inflation.

At the conclusion of his talk
Dr. Stewart answered questions
put by the audience. He was fair
in discussing both sides and seem-
ed to arouse no antagonism among
members of the audience.

FLASH!
An unofficial vote, taken among

M. Landon, republican, leading
candidates for the 1936 election
were represented, each by a

member of his party, at a political
chapel last Friday. President
Franklin D. Roosevelt came in a

close second and the socialists,
supporting Norman Thomas, held
a surprisingly strong third.

Harold Pruitt, speaking for
Landon, emphasized the point that
the opposition party to the repub
licans was not tne democrats mil
the "New Deal Party." He dis-

cussed the national debt increase,
giving the debt figures as $264
per person.

According to Mr. Pruitt "Thom-
as Jefferson founded the demo-

cratic party and Roosevelt
it."

W. L. Goslin, speaking for
Roosevelt, appealed to the stud-
ents for Roosevelt's support
through the N. Y. A. and the rep-

utation of the New Deal. He
stressed the president's good in-

vestments, claiming that he will
come out ahead.

Monroe Sweetland, speaking in
the absence of Hayes Bell for Nor-
man Thomas, claimed that the
election of Roosevelt or Landon
is not the important thing, but
the number of socialist votes cast.
Socialist votes are not cast so
much for this election as for an
investment in the future. Claim-
ing that Roosevelt's militarism
will eventually lead to war, he ap-

pealed to those who hate war,
human exploitation and class
strife to vote for Norman Thomas.

Each student voted immediate-
ly after chapel with the result
that Landon received 190 votes;
Roosevelt 1S7; Thomas 86, and
Lemke, 4.

These are hut a few of the ques-

tions that have heen circulating
the local campus for the past
month, with everybody from the
football men, themselves, to the
"Monday morning quarterbacks"
of the school and the newspapers
and business men on the outside
joining in and attempting to af-

firm or discredit the whisperings
as they see fit.

In discussing Hu'se, questions
let us take them singly.. First
Has M'illanietle outgrown the
Northwest Conference? In other
words, have the lieareat athletic
teams reached the point where
they are loo strong for the rest of
the league? For the past three
years the Cardinal and Gold pig-

skin tutors have simply stream-
lined their league opponents, rol-
ling up a string of 10 consecutive
wins, and in the last five years
have lost only two contests., "Tis
said that the locals need only to
cop the flag this year, w hicJi
would mean going through to an
unbeaten season, in all probabil-
ity, to prove t heir clear-cu- t su-

premacy over the remainder of
the pack. Further support of this
argument can be seen in W illam-
ette's fine record against Oregon
State, until the Bearcats and the
Heavers now engage on practically
even terms.

Secondly Are the Bearcats apt
to enter the field as an independ-
ent on the order of Portland U.,
Gonzaga U., Loyola, S. P. U., San-

ta Clara and St. Marys? The
writer has no idea of what the
guiding heads behind the local
athletic system have in mind, but
to show that the idea is not en-

tirely a fantastic one, we refer
you to the recent sports editorial
in the Daily Emerald, student pub-
lication of the University of Or-

egon. In the article it is fore-
casted that Willamette, during the
next five years, will become one
of the strong independent teams
of the West. To support his fore
cast, the author very deftly points
to Willamette's rapid improve
ment in the last few years in ath
letics, their fine showings against
O. S. C, and their recent appetite
for interseeeional grid combat. It
is interesting to note the records
of Willamette's southern oppo-
nents. Both Whittier and Fresno
won championships last year in
their respective conferences and
played their larger opponents,
Loyola and California on fairly
close terms. Nevada and San Jose
State, likewise, have proven them
selves thorns in the sides of their
"big brothers." And Willamette
