Case Tried at Moot Court of VVil

lamette's Law School

On Tuesday evening, Novem-

ber 15th, the first session this
year of the Willamette Law
school Moot Court was held in
the court house. It was pre-

sided over by De"an McNary.
The event of the evening was a
murder trial; the indictment
charged one Willard Colliins
with having "deliverately, and
with premeditated malice",
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PAUL HOMAN
Substitute (Quarterback)

killed his wife. Glenn Wells
took the part of Willard Collins
and was the defendant; Craw-
ford, Nys and Wilson, prose
cuted for the state ; Shaupp, Mc- -

Meachin, and Shepard, conduct-
ed the defense.

After the selection of a com
petent jury, and the outlining of
the case, by Wilson for the
State, and Shepard for the de-

fense, the prosecution began the
introduction of evidence. They
attempted to prove that Willard
Collins was not only rational on
the night of the murder, but
premeditated the crime and com-
mitted the deed with full and
complete knowledge and re-

sponsibility of his action. The
defense was drunkedness and
temporary insanity. By expert
testimony, the attorneys for the
defense attempted to show,
that, because of certain heredi-
tary blood, the defendant often
grew violently insane, and on
this particular occasion, had
committed the crime, while
temporarily unbalanced.

An amusing incident of the
trial happened when the defend-
ant, while testifying in his own
behalf suddenly became de-

ranged and nearly added another
