Opportunity For Free Thought
and Discussion on Church

and Relief

Tim bla.,o incliffprenre and hostil-
ity of tho average college student
towards t he Cliurch will have an un-

obstructed opportunity to express
itself during the coming Christmas
holidays at The Interdenominational
Student Conference to be held at that
time at lCvanston, Illinois. At this
meeting students of a great many
religious denominations, and also
many without denominational con-

nection, coming from all parts of the
1'nited States, will make an unbiased
evaluation of the Church and its
ade(uateness as machinery towards
the achievement of a better social
order.

College students, both those friend-
ly and those indifferent to the
Church, have long been aware of the
inel'ficacy and comparative insignifi-
cance of the Church in the face of
the great problems of the day. Many
of the friendly group have despaired
of working effectively through the
Church and are wondering whether
other means might not be more like-
ly to produce results. During the
summer months of this year several

'groups of students have made inves-
tigations of what the Church is
actually doing in various fields. At
the Conference the results of these
investigations, combined with illumi-
nating addresses by two classes of
speakers those friendly and those
hostile to the Church will unite to
form the evidence on which united
youth will gauge its future policies.

The Conference, which is expected
to total over 1200 students, will
meet in the First Methodist Episcop-
al Church of Evanston. This is locat-
ed within three block of the North-
western University Campus and is
excellently fitted for Conference
purpose. In spite of the fact that
it will be held in a Church, the
Conference is free from any obliga-
tions to the Church as a whole, and
will be absolutely unhampered in any
of its expressions.

That this Conference, the fir'Jt of
its kind, will be unusually

is indicated by the enthus-
iastic response to the information
literature sent out by the Executive
committee. Already in scores of
University throughout the country
ftmall discussion groups have been
formed to deal with the problems
which the Conference will take up.

The Conference headquarters, at
10 East Huron street, Chicago, re-

port that at the request of students
In every section of the United States
thousands of informalon pamphlets
have been dispatched and that al-

ready registrations are coming in.

VOICED BY MAN

Everything Purely Relative He
Asserts It's All in

Viewpoint

opinions of
men die hard. It is not surprising
that the e belief in man's su-

periority over woman still survives.
In fact, quite a radical revolution in

human thinking., would be manifest
should an old and pet notion be
given tip at once. Such a diverg
ence from the rule would be out of
harmony with tho early modernists
who contended that the world "was
flat, when science has demonstrated
it to be round. And who branded
science as heresy because it had dis-

covered the true relation of the
earth to the sun. But the world is
round, and tho sun does not go
around the world, and the loyal de-

fenders of ancient ideas failed hi the
end. Even so wilh the tradition that
man is superior lo woman. Modern
investigation and experience have
fully demonstrated its fallacy. But
it still has its. disciples.

A few weeks ago an article ap-

peared in the Collegian which por-

trayed man as presuming himself to
be the superior being, but belying
his claim by his conduct. This ar-

ticle brought forth twro replies which
appeared in the Collegian of Novem-

ber 1 2, 1925. One of these replies
followed somewhat the same line of
thought, and concluded there was no
superiority. The other stood out
quite conspicuously, in favor of

man's superiority stating that
woman is "A charming hit of incom-

prehensibility who by certain de-

plorable tactics inveigles the honor-

able member of the male species into
a captivity popularly designated as
marriage .... She is a biological ne-

cessity designed to mainuu'n the
continuity or existence and that is
all. Woman's accomplishments are
few, if any, and are hardly worthy
of mention. '

At first sight these statements may
appear to contain an element 01

truth. But in the light of more
careful reflection they fail to be con
vincing.

biology it is the environment that
develops or inhibits the inherent
characters of the serm cell. This is.

not sayinp that a complete reversal
of dispositions and physical develop-
ments would he affected by such a
clianpre of environment as was out-
lined above, for tile sex nature does
exert a pronounced effect .upon the
crowing organism. Hut if'is saying
that the chance of environments
would develop inherent qualities
quite different from those, now pos-

sessed by the two sexes respectively.
Oh, no, we are not despising the

part our girls play in life. We are
glad for the difference that does ex-

ist between men and women. It is
this fine sense or difference that
renders companionship all the more
complete. The rougher nature of
man is offset by the finer nature of
woman, and we would not have ii
otherwise. But we cannot see why
some should mistake this difference
for superiority. There is a difference
between a banjo and a mandolin, but
that is not establishing a foreordain-
ed superiority.

As to woman's never having done
anything worthy of notice, consider
this: Mow many men would have
achieved greatness in past ages if
they had been pushed hack and kept
in an environment such as woman
has occupied? On the other hand,
many of thp world's great men have
been made so because of the influ-
ence and inspiration given them by
their mothers. "Who exercised the
greatest influence in John Wesley's
success? It was Susanna Wesley
the mother of the famous man. John
Wesley was little more than the ex-

pression of the superior intelligence
of his mother. But she could not
exhibit, before the world, her re-

markable inherent capability because
she was a woman and was forced, by
age-ol- d custom, to keep in the back-
ground. But her illustrious son gave
to the world what he learned from
her in the home. Yet, he received the
praise and she a bare mention. And
this has been true of many great
men.

But this is not all. It is only in
the last few years that the world has
permitted woman to have any place
at all in the front ranks of art and
business and politics. And already
the men are quaking for fear of be-

ing eelipsed. The surprising degree
to which woman has adapted herself
to a field is, to all
observation, an evidence of her

gift of intelligence. So true
is this that if a real superiority tesl
could be given, woman might reach
a point man would not care to talk
about. At least, judging from the
remarkable manner in which woman
has coine to the front when given a

chance, we have no legitimate ground
for declaring her inferior to man.

That charge that woman is a mere
biological necessity is quite a joke.
The author undoubtedly intended it
as such. That idea might have re-

ceived ready patronage with prim-

itive man, or possibly with man in
the early stages of civilization. But
such an idea finds no place in mod-

ern civilization. The sciences of her-

edity and eugenics will forever dis-

close its fallacy.
In closing we might suggest, in a

pleasant sense of humor, that if a

man of modern times should happen
to he obsessed with the idea that wo-

man is a mere biological necessity,
marriageable young ladies ought to
get his license number and beware.

All that remains undimmed in the
memory of nations is the place where
the hatched was buried.

campaign which Willamette's loyal
friends are so loyally prosecuting.
These are (aken from the Ore.ouiun
and the Orejron Daily Journal re-

spectively, and reflect the opinions
of men high in the affairs of our
state. The tribute which these great
newspapers pay to the worth of Old
Willamette should bring home forci
bly to the citizens of Oregon a reali-
zation of the splendid part it has
played in the development of Ore-
gon and the Northwest, and the ne-

cessity for an endowment fund suf-
ficiently large to meet its present
needs.

The campaign to bring the endow-
ment fund of Willamette University
up to a half a million dollars is in
full swing with bright prospects of
sources.

Already $230,000 has been sub-

scribed on condition that $175,000
more be obtained. This will make up
the amount desired. Naturally the
university does not expect to be con
tented with a half million, but that
sum will do for the present.

Oregon is doubly indebted to Wil
Iamette University. In the first place
it was the earliest college in exist-
ence in this part of the world. The
old Methodist pioneers had scarcely
more than built roofs over their
beads before they met and founded
the Oregon Institute,- "which, subse
quently developed into Willamette
University and educated in sound
morality and scholarly culture the
children of the early colonists. In
the. second place Willamette Univer-
sity lias been more than a denomina
tional school. Its advantages have
been extended to young people of all
shades (if belief. Nona have been
constrained to adopt any particular
mode of worship while all have been
doctrinated in Christian morality.

The appeal of Willamette Univer
sity is made, therefore, to all friends
to contribute to the endowment tund
of education in the state. If they do
their money will do so much to pro-

mote the interest of the Methodist
church as to build up education in
Oregon. It would be anomolous of
this state bad no ' great college in

the capital city. Salem is the nat
ural seat of an influential institution
of learning. Willamette University
should have buildings suitable for
its' situation near the capitol. It
should have laboratories and espec
ially a library adequate to the re
quirements of modern research. Mem

bers of the legislature will m time
learn to resort to the library, of 'Wil

lamette University for instruction in
law making. The state board of
