where lie found that only those
who were able to find meaning in
their lives were able to survive the
Nazi cruelties. Frankl quotes
Nietzche as saying that "he who
has a why to live for can bear al-

most any how." The concentration
camps tended to destroy the sense
of any "why" for living, and only
those who were able to find mean-
ing in their seemingly meaningless
sufferings had the strength to con-

tinue.
Frankl maintains that life does

have meaning, even in a concentra-
tion camp. "In a last violent pro-

test against the hopelessness of im-

minent death, I sensed my spirit
piercing through the enveloping
gloom. I felt it transcend that hope-
less, meaningless world, and from
somewhere I heard a victorious
'Yes' in answer to my question of
the existence of an ultimate

Meredith Combats Odds
The days between January 19-2- 5, finals week, are the

days of reckoning for Willamette students. But perhaps an-

other student faces an even greater trial during the same
week. He is James Meredith, the first Negro student to
enroll at the University of Mississippi, who after fighting
a long and bloody battle to enroll at "Ole Miss" must now
fight the battle of his GPA to remain as a student. He has
recently stated that "unless conditions change" he will not
attempt to enroll for the spring semester.

With 20 US marshalls and 500 troops still on duty to
assure the attendance of Meredith, he goes to and from
classes and his room in "his" Baxter Hall. But the strain
of constant jeers, antagonisms, classroom incidents and ever-tailin- g

armed guards has begun to tell on Meredith. He is
now a borderline student not a low intellect student but
a preoccupied student. Meredith himself asserts that these
"little things" are "part of the system that keeps Negroes
down."

Willamette students are not involved at all in the
Meredith issue or so it would seem. After all, there are
many miles between "Ole Miss" and the Old Historic
Temple. But everyone of us is a part of the system that
plagues Meredith and all other Negro students seeking
higher education. We too are students; we are seeking a
better world through education, whether or not this is our
apparent and primary goal.

Perhaps as we approach finals, it is time to consider
that Willamette students are really lucky to be able to study
in a scholarly open environment. Finals are an exercise
perhaps even an opportunity to organize and correlate the
minute facts and the sweeping theories that we have stu-

died this semester. They are not to be taken lightly; neither
is the semester's work. James Meredith certainly does not
feel so.

The greatest threat to modem

man, according to Frankl, is the
"existential vacuum" within him.
This vacuum arises out of the lack
of meaning in an individual's ex-

istence. Man is therefore faced
with the responsibility of finding
meaning in life, or rather, of mak-

ing life meaningful. The important
thing is not what we expect of life,
but what life expects of us.

As Frankl puts it, "We needed
to stop asking about the meaning
of life, and instead to think of
ourselves as those who were being
questioned by life daily and
hourly. Our answer must consist,
not in talk and meditation, but in
right action and in right conduct.
Life ultimately means taking the re-

sponsibility to find the right answer
to its problem and to fulfill the
tasks which it constantly sets for
each individual."

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Student Tells of Korean

"If there is a meaning in life at
all, then there must be a meaning
in suffering." This is the attitude
of psychiatrist Viktor E. Frankl,
who spent three years as a Nazi pri-

soner in four different concentra-
tion camps.

Dr. Robert Leslie, this year's C.
R. Week speaker, spent a one year
sabbatical leave with Frankl in Vi-

enna in 1960-6- Dr. Leslie was
very favorably impressed with
Frankl, and has recommended as
a CR Week reading Frankl's
book "From Death-Cam- p to Ex-

istentialism; a Psychiatrist s Path to
a New Therapy.'
Founds School

Frankl is the founder of what has
been called by some the "Third
Viennese School of Psychotherapy,"
following Freud and Adler. In
"Death-Cam- p to Existentialism"
Frankl describes the basis of his
school of "logotherapy" in relation
to the other two schools:

"Freudian psychoanalysis has in-

troduced in psychological research
what it calls the pleasure princi-
ple, or, as we might also term it,
the Adlerian psy-

chology, on the other hand, has
made us conversant with the role
of the as a main fac-

which had no electricity or running
water, was surrounded by hills and
terraced fields. The isolated village
was typical of old Korea, says Miss
Gellatly.

The work camp's projects includ-

ed constructing a well, building a

community bath house, and improv-

ing the dirt road into the village.
The only tools were shovels, pick-
axes and Korean "A frames" used
for carrying heavy stones. The vil-

lagers occasionally lent the workers
an oxcart.

THE WORK campers worked
every morning except Sunday till
about 12:30, and they finished their
projects in four weeks.

All but a few of the campers
were Christians, and a religious
program was established in addition
to the work program. There was a

te prayer meeting led by
one of the campers every morning
and every evening. On Sundays the
campers also joined the villagers
in the village church, where every-
one sat on the floor.

THE CAMPERS lived in tents
and slept on cots furnished by the
United States Army in Seoul. They
ate Korean food in the traditional
Korean way sitting on the floor.

The meals consisted of rice three
times a day, supplemented by sea-

weed soup, fried vegetables, and
kimchi, a highly seasoned Korean
food. The campers had meat to eat
only four times during the camp.

MISS GELLATLY says that she
experienced much generous love
wherever she went in Korea. "This
is partially cultural," says Miss
Gellatly, "but it is also sincere.
It is heart-warmin- g to realize that
people can be so unselfish in spite
of having to work hard for a living."

"The Koreans are very aware of
and very appreciative of U. S. aid
to their country," says Miss Gel

Death Penalty

The expected execution of Jean-nac- e

Freeman on January 29 ac-

cents the urgency of reviewing the
case for capital punishment in

Oregon.
Those who embrace the death

penalty are reinforcing the static
and antiquated belief that an of-

fender is beyond fundamental
growth and dynamic development.
They assert that what he seems
to be, he is; that what he has
been, he will always be. They deny
the reality of transformation and
redemption.

Virtually no sociological evidence
has been discovered to establish the
utility of capital punishment as an
instrument of social control in our
culture.

The 1957 Oregon Legislature
overwhelmingly voted to refer the
question to the people of die state,
once again. A measure to eliminate
the provision for the death penalty
from the Oregon Constitution, and
allow the legislature to fix the pen-
alty for first degree murder, was
on the general election ballot in
1958.

The people of the state of Ore-

gon defeated that measure. When
will we stop playing God?
