SUPERINTENDENT HUG
STRESSES ACTIVITIES

Powers of Leadership Developed in
' College Interests of Value .in

After Life Says Speaker

Superintendent Hug, in a chapel
talk Thursday, .laid emphasis upon
the value of school activities. "Al-

ways strive to do your student jobs
well, and to develop all possibilities
of leadership," was his advice, "for
whatever you do in the line of stu-

dent activities will prove valuable to
you in later life." Superintendent
Hug made it clear that these other
interests need not interfere with
scholarship, whose value he appre-

ciated but did not dwell upon as he
suspected that studies received plen-

ty of commendations from chapel
speakers more than did other activ-

ities.
Mr. Hug emphasized the import-

ance of loyally to one's institution,
both before and after graduation
and whether the school was winning
or losing.

season ahead. Superintendent Hug
also pnid tribute to Willamette's
team of 13 and 14 years ago whom
he faced from the Oregon lineups.

A graduate of the University of
Oregon, Superintendent Hug served
eight years as principal of the Eu-
gene high school, and five years as
superintendent of schools in Albany,
from where he came to Salem last
Saturday. He says that he likes to
work in a college town and to think
of the university as being at the
top of one big school system.

rived in Havre a .Miss Forbes who is

a representative of the French-Amo-

ican Wel fa re center, was ins t rue ted
or rather requested to meet us, and
told us that we had come to Paris
to meet and confer with M. Firmiu-lioz- .

"The trains are awfully queer,
kind of toy-lik- e don't look real.
They're perched up high, with the
w hole w heel s h o w i n g ti n d e r n e a t h

There are compartments, each shut
off to itself if you wish, and an aisle
on the side. The seats are very clean
and comfortable, but the car was aw-

fully cold. Just a tasio of the coal-les- s

condition.
"The landscape is simply lovely,

old, old brick houses, wieldly decor-

ated with the tile; old villages with
beautiful churches, and pretty riv-

ers (like small American rivers. The
Seine is. very narrow ) . There are
more tunnels in Franco to the mile
than I ever saw or heard of anywhere
else.

"The country changed always, now
flat as Tar as we could see, now hilly.
The land is all cultivated and some
of the gardens? in the villages are
marvels of order as well as produc-
tiveness. Some of the trees were
odd looking, but when we struck
places where the trees looked famil-

iar I could almost imagine I was go-

ing between Independence and s,

or some such place. Then
when we came to a town the delusion
was off. It is no wonder the houses
last forever. When they aren't of
brick they're of some plastery-look-in- g

material with large stones incor-

porated sort of like stucco.
"There were strings of flat.boats

on the rivers, with sometimes wash-

ings on the line from end to end.
"When we got to Paris M. Firmin-Ro- z

was awaiting us and he immedi-
ately parcelled off those for Ver-

sailles and St. Germain-en-Lay- and
sent them to those places for the
night. Evidently it is terribly hard
to find a place to stay in Paris."

Miss Campbell was much interest-
ed in the L'Arc de Triomphe ana
other structures in Paris, and also
in the house in which she stayed,
which was built in the time of Louis
15th, and during the war had been
converted into a soldiers' and sailors'
club, at present being a hotel for
women.

Splendid descriptions are given of
the Lycee and the village of Caen.
"The huilding is around A court,"
she writes. "I think really there are
three or four. The town of Caen is
evidently very ''old. Cobblestones,
old, old buildings and many church-
es.'

She toils of visiting the village it-

self in company with "the proctor."
"We've bought some coverall
aprons," she Bays, of "tan and dark
bliie. All the girls have to wear
them. Most of the girls wear linen
or linen-col- smocks and it looks
so funny! Like a duster brigade."
- She digresses a. bit : "Do you know
that butter is $1.80 a pound here?
If francs weren't slightly below par

it would cost a lot to buy it."
Of the old castle ol' Caen she

writes: "The only part of the castle
left is the wall and moat. That, looks
mediaeval enough.
