V--12 trainees are adjust-
ing themselves to life at
Willamette University, In
addition to these new men,
14 who attended Willamette
last semester bring the
total of naval students to
123.

The new men are all deck
candidates and will bo al-
lowed to remain here only
for the present semester,,
The will then be I trans-
ferred to NROTC colleges
in the Northwest.. The
other men, all of whom are
pre-m- ed or pre-dent- dl stu-
dents, will probably be
transferred at the same
time, although there is a
chance they will be able
to complete . their educa-
tion here.

Of the new men, 42 have
attended- college before
entering the Navy, Some
schools represented are
Tulane, Stanford, Unive-
rsity of Washington, Pur-
due, North Dakota, and
'others.

Slightly more than 55
per cent of the new men
reported from the Naval
Training school at Prince-
ton, These men were fresh
in from battle fronts all
over the world and were
sent to Princeton for a
short refresher course be-

fore going cn to college
training.

Early this week the ITavy

unit's new battalion offi-
cers took over their re-

spective duties in the re-

vamped battalion.
Unlike previous seme-

sters, however, some of the
officers were ohosen from
the new arrivals, since
for the first time the
number of new men exceeded
that of the "old salts."
In an effort to introduce
the routine of battalion
procedure to the new men,
Chief Trotter selected two
of them as platoon lead-
ers.

Because of the small
number of men in tho unit
as compared to other sem-

esters, it was necessary
to reduce the number of
companies from three to
only two, and the platoons
from six to four .

This reduction in the
number of units in the
battalion brought about
two changes, first is the
notable increase in size
of individual platoons,
and second is the smaller
number of battalion offi-
cers. In previous seme-
sters the battalion boasted
23 men on its "staff," but
now there are only 16.

This summer, according
to Prof. John L, Knight of
the Religion department ,
and to those little blue
church census cards filled
out by students during
registration, the Metho-
dists top the list with 45,
while the Presbyterians
rate a third place with
only 26. The Catholics
students edged them out of
second, place by having 29
loyal members.

Contrary also to pre-
vious enrollment records
the Catholics can. now be
proud that they outnumber
the non-committ- als, com-

monly known as heathens,
who have decreased to 19'

for fourth. place ,
The next five highest

are the Lutherans with 10,
the .Baptists and Christ-
ians with nine each, and
the Episcopalians and
Lattor-Da- y. Saints or Mor-

mons, who formerly compos-
ed less than two per cent
of the Student Body,

The rest, of the students
are divided into Congrega-tionalis- ts,

who claim five
members; Jewish, who also
claim five; and the Chri-
stian Scientists, Seventh
Day Advent ists, and United
Brethren who account ior
the remaining three summer
semester students listed in
the census.
