Living in the very center of
the African battlefront this week
is a Willamette alumnus, Russell
M. Brooks, head of the US con-

sulate at Casablanca. Brooks,
whose mother and aunt are resi-
dents of Salem, became consul
at Casablanca, French Morrocco,
last April. No word from him
has been received by his rela-
tives here since the Allied at-

tack on Casablanca began last
Sunday.

Russell Brooks, graduate of
Salem high school, received his
liberal arts training at Oregon
State college and University of
Oregon. He then spent almost
three years in the Willamette
Law school, graduating two

Armistice Day, 1942 . . .

This week the nation paused in the midst
of the greatest war in its history to com-

memorate an armistice which now seems
almost to mock us with a hollow ring. We
were rememhering November 11, 1918,
when the "war to end all wars" ended, but
observance of Armistice dav must have
seemed rather ironical to the fighting man
facing war's reality in North Africa, the
South Seas or one of the many other major
or minor fronts.

The 1942 anniversary of Armistice dav
did serve one major purpose, however. It
reminded us not to lose ourselves so com-

pletely in war activities that we will not be
ready for peace when it again comes to the
world's battlefronts. True, we cannot af-

ford to be cocksure about the results of the
war, but if we do come out on top, we must
be ready to faoe the major battle which will
still lie ahead. We, as college students and
tomorrow's leaders, will be expected to
carry out the peace plans following this
War.

This challenge which the future holds
for us was outlined bv President Roosevelt
this fall at the inauguration of Colgate uni-

versity's president. His message read in
part :

"The challenge of the new day for
American colleges is very great. All our
energies at the present must be devoted to
winning the war. Yet winning the war will
be futile if we do not throughout the period
of its winning keep our people prepared to
make a lasting and worthy peace. This time
the peace must be global the same as the
war has become global.

"Around the peace table the voice of the
United States will have great weight. It is
of tremendous importance that that voice
shall represent the aspirations of a people
determined that mankind everywhere shall
go forward to its destiny. The soul of that
destiny is maximum freedom of the human
spirit."

We have never hesitated to deal out criticism where
we believe it is deserved, ie. our recent column on
"Flagless Willamette," and likewise we try to give
credit where credit is due; so reversing our tact this
week we'd like to give out with a little praise and
also with some interesting details we've unearthed.

Though we'd like to think our remarks carry a
little weight we have to face the fact that President
Smith didn't run downtown on a recent Friday morn-
ing and purchase the voluminous flag which we were
privileged to carry down the aisles of Waller at
11:30. Willamette did own a flag when our column
was written ... in fact they had it in their posses-
sion nearly a year. But its residence in an
Eaton hall storage closet until it was uncovered a
few weeks ago by our energetic president did not
erase its very interesting history.

The flag which we saw for the first time Oc-

tober 30, once covered the casket of Mr. Frank
James, who was killed in action overseas 22 years
ago as a chaplain in the first world war. Receiv-
ing the flag as a gift from the United States gov-

ernment, Mrs. James, housemother at the Delta
Phi sorority thotight it could be put to no better
purpose than to give it in turn to Willamette uni-

versity, which she did nearly a year ago; the flag
being turned over to then nt Frank-
lin Thompson.

Why no public thanks was made to Mrs. James at
the time, and why the flag was permitted to remain
in seclusion in Eaton's storage closet until this date
are things we will never understand. But now that it
has been brought to light, let's hope it will continue
to hold a position of dignity and that someday it will
look down from a lofty perch upon a student body
free from the burdens of world conflict. If a campus
flag pole is out of the question at this time perhaps
a suitable standard could be obtained and the flag
made a part of our chapel stage furnishings. Mean-
while we might suggest that a sadly delayed vote of
thanks be extended to Mrs. James for a mighty nice
gift.

.And now a barrel of orchids for Dr. G. Herbert
Smith, new president of our old institution, dis-
coverer of the long forgotten flag, instigator of
the greatest display of spontaneous enthusiasm
ever witnessed at a pep assembly, and author of
the swellest letter of appreciation and encour-
agement a football team ever received, now post-

ed in the Bearcat locker room . ... we believe it
wasn't the class of '42 that Willamette waited a
hundred years for but our president of Septem-
ber 1942, Dr. G. Herbert Smith.

To enumerate all that Dr. Smith contributed to
our recent homecoming celebration alone would fill
every column of this issue, but examples of his youth-
ful enthusiasm, spirit, loyalty to his newly adopted
school, and thorough understanding of student nature
are too outstanding to overtook.

. . . We will never forget being called into Dr.
Smith's office that Friday morning and told in
pleasant but firm words that to us would befall
the honor and no slight embarrassment of carry-
ing the flag which we so shortly before had in-

timidated Willamette didn't own.

. . . We will never forget the final yell of the ral-
ly assembly in chapel, which Dr. Smith himself
led, and which inspired the ensuing spontaneous
demonstration of which ended in the rotunda of
the state capitol building . . . one that hearts in-

to the throats of a lot of us who waited four
years to see such a show of school spirit.

. . . We will never forget Dr. Smith's romp across
muddy Sweetland at the expense of dignity and
a pair of shoes to lead the student body in an-
other resounding yell.

. . . And we will never forget the letter he wrote
the football team, thanking them for winning
the CPS game, praising them for their sports-
manship and spirit, and sending his best tuish.es
gor the two remaining contests which he will be
forced to miss.

All of which proves without saying that to Dr.
Smith, football players aren't muscle-heade- d out-

casts who are expected to play a good game without
thanks or credit because that is all they can do, but
just as great a group and just as much a part of our
university and its lift as any other students who tread
the walks of Willamette . . . and that to him school
spirit isn't something that grows on trees or is shout-
ed about in Friday's Collegian, but an essential part
of college life that needs to be encouraged instead of
overlooked.
