Mr. Homer continues giving especial
attention to the general lack of appre-
ciation we have for the productions of
our own poets, who excel in their own
peculiar sphere. "When I hear those
in a position to utter words of wisdom
deny those who have written so beau-
tifully in the land of song, it makes me
sick and sore at heart, and as weary as
a tramp." A biographical sketch of
Joaquin Miller's life and accomplish-
ments, illustrated with views was the
beginning of a number of similar
sketches of Oregon's literary charac-
ters, men and women, who have left
their impress upon the history and tra-
ditions of the state.

Col. E. D. Baker, an intimate friend
of Abraham Lincoln, was recalled by an
incident of his life which gave birth to
the majestic and sentimental poem,
"Ode to a Wave."

Baker received the nomination, which
was equivalent to election and wrote
Lincoln, saying that if ever Lincoln
