An  oulstanding  percontage
of those passing the Oregon or
Washington bar examsz was
carned by the College of Law
cluss of 1954 Eightyv-pne per-
cent of the original class at
graduation passed the examin-
ation during the summer

The figures were relensed
this week by Dean Seward
Reese of the Law school Heo

wonl on Lo polnt out that enly
n little over 11 percent of those
entering the law scehool in
1851 for the lhrec-vear course
of study had to be dropped or
left for other reasons

Out of the gradualing class
of 25, seven falled the exam
but five of these transferred lo
Willamette from other law
sehools and were thus not a
parl of the original class,

with 38 percent of the sriginal
class pussing the bar exam,

We believe the idea of a parade, if developed, would
appeal to Salem residents and alums and serve to call at-
tention to the football game and the central theme of Home-

coming.

Under past Homecoming planning it would be difficult
to prepare for an extensive parade because of the confliet
in demand for the talents of students. To remedy this, the
sign contest should be eliminated and more effort eould be
directed to a bang-up Homecoming parade

A well-planned parade the day before or the day of
the game would serve to call attention to the campus event,

it would raise the spirit of the onlookers and participants
As it is, completion of the signs is a signal to drop into bed
or doze in class, neither designed to spread much Home-

coming cheer.

A further point is that the women could team up with
men on the construction of floats. The former have always
had a difficult time handling many of the heavy picces
necessary to building a sign. By joining with the men, their
talents could be directed toward lighter tasks

We don't think by-passing sign building would take
away too much tradition. On the contrary, it would offer
an event alumni could look forward to watching—a return
1o the intended nurnose of 3 Homecoming.
