THE GOLD SEEKERS.

“The magic key that opens for its pos-
sessor, doors otherwise sealed to him; the
agent that secures comfort, ease and social
advancement, that purchases the material
necessities and pleasures of human life,
and, let us blush to say it, buys, in many
instances, political power; the talisman that
often secures immunity from violated law,
is none other than the yellow metal which
nature has stored away in her ancient lab-
ratories in the earth to be found and se-
cured by laborious toil for man's use.

The thirst and eager search for gold has
always been and is everywhere manifest.
It is sought and valued for what it will
buy. Itisvaluable not only for what it
will buy for its possessor, but also for what
he may do with it in advancing the com-
mon good. Smithson's wealth and gener-
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osity gave to the world the Smithsonian
Institute. Lick, De Pau, Rockefeller, Stan-
ford and scores of others might also be
mentioned as valuing their wealth for what
it would do for the benefit of society at
large.

For this valnable, it not all powerful sub-
stance, many a man has braved the hard.
ships attendant upon the journey to distant
and primeval lands, and the life of primitive
conditions: Some to return or reman suc-
cessful, others, who constitute the greater
part, are doomed to dissapointment, or to
fill unmarked and unknown graves, or to
leave their skeletons to bleach on the arid
plains or frozen in the eternal snows,

Society is accustomed to account as a
bevefactor anyone who adds to the wealth
of the community. Well it may honor as
such, these intrepid spirits from whose en-
durance of hardships and perils it reaps
such abundant harvest. Indeed, in the ma-
jority of cases, it is society in general that
receives the benefit instead of those who
actually bear the burden of discoverir.g and
developing nature’s gifts. How many men
have toiled and searched for the hidden
treasure, and have not been able to keep it
when found? But it eventually finds its
way into commercial channels, and society
is benefitted by it. Of those who have suc-
ceeded in mining, many have devoted large
parts of their wealth directly to the public
good. Mayor Sutro’s gifts of parks and
baths is of inestimable value to the people
of San Francisco. The poorest as well as
the richest may enjoy them, and all share
their benefits.

These heroes, it is true, just as numerous
others of the world's heroes, are not with-
out their selfish interest. But ethics teaches
us that self interest is necessary and right,
if it have with it a just regard for the inter-
ests of others, without attempting to make

them subservient toself.  For that matter,
are not all kinds of business simply difler-
ent manifestations of the universal hunting
for gold? If it were not for hope of a re-
turm, no man wonld invest his capital in
any business undertaking; labor would be
unemployed; the country’s resources unde-
veloped, and the poor starve for lack of
means of procuring the necessities of life.
If there were no profit to be secured, it were
better for him to keep his wealth in such
condition as to be always at command, and
use it while it lasts. Hence it is right and
necessary that a reasonable reward be re-
ceived for capital invested.

But in far too many cases the selfish in-
terest is paramount and unoccupied with
any manifest desire to let live. This prin-
ciple is the source of all the troubles be-
tween capital and labor; each seeking to
obtain a greater share of their joint product;
or else, the one oppressing and the other
resisting oppression.

In connection with the taxing power of.
government, gold secking is at the bottom
of most public evils. It is too painfully ap-
parent on the part of many politicians and
place men to need any emphasis. The
gold secking proclivities of King George
III, and the British Parliament were in
large part responsible for the American
Revolution. Though at this time, and
from our standpoint, American independ-
ence is not considered in any respect as an
evil, it certainly was an evil day for Eng-
land when it was accomplished. Ours is
the land of greatest intelligence and ad-
vancement in civilization, because ours is
the land of freedom The land of freedom
of conscience, thought and action, in al
fields of activity, has produced more of the
great civilizing inventions, than any other.
The spirit of enterprise and sturdy inde-
pendence then asserted, and so well de-
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fended, has borne abundant fruit. And
this is what England lost by her grasping

selfishness.
The desire for gold, as represented in the

enslavement and sale of the black man,
caused the secession of the Southern States
and the war of the Rebellion. It is the
rapacious greed of the Spaniards that has
lost them their colonies in North and South
America and the West Indies. Cuba, after
enduring tyranny and insult until human
endurance gave out, has again revolted, and
is entirely lost to Spain.  Her patriots will
never again submit to be ground under the
heel of the despot, and taxed the greater
part of their income to support their oppres-
sors. Nor will the patriotic people of the
United States submit to see freedom
crushed by a foreign tyrant at their very

doors. _
What but the same insatiable thirst for

gold caused the Spaniards to torture the
Peruvians and Mexicans, on their discovery
of those countries, until they revealed their
treasures? For what purpose were the Jews
of the Middle Ages put to the rack by those
into whose hands they fell, but in the hope
of exacting gold of them?

Now, there are other and more refined
methods of compelling people to give up
their gold. The Sweating House System,
and other instances might be mentioned of
monopolies which wring from toil its just
proportion of wealth and suck the blood of
the nations from the arteries of trade. The
Standard Oil Company, with its clutch on
the “light of the world,” in the United
States, crushing out competition by burn-
ing rival factories, if no other means be
found practicable, controlling the price of
oil and regulating it, not in proportion to
the cost of production, but according to the
sales most renumerative to itself, is a col-
ossal gold seeker, with none but a selfish
interest,

It is well known that all that glitters is
not gold Isit not equally true that all
gold does not glitter?

Instead of selfishly toiling for gold, at the
expense of our fellows if need be, with
which to advance ourselves, is it not rather
golden to labor to better the condition of
others, as well as of ourselves? Shall we
say, with some, that to be wealthy is to be
dishonest, and an enemy to society? Rather
let us say it is ennobling, if our wealth is
rightly employed. For what purpose, then,
should gold be sought? Shall it be sought
as a means of oppressing those less fortun-
ate? Or shall it be used to ameliorate the
condition of the masses’ [Its power can be
used to repress and prevent the advance of
intelligence, morality and religion, or it
may do much to assist all of these. Which
kind of gold seeker would each of us be?

As we near the threshold of the twentieth
century, what is the outlook? The endow-
ment of educational, benevolent and re-
ligious institutions, and the establishment
of places of healthful amusement and recre-
ation are indeed encouraging. Many of the
great corporations are recognizing the needs
of the inner man by materially aiding in
no small degree, undertakings calculated
to raise the plane of morals and intelligence
of their emplovees. Moral, social, intel-
lectual and religious development march
side by side with the right use of wealth.

History has many shining examples of
unselfish effort exerted in behalf of country
or principle; and these are they whom the
nations deligat to honor. We do not honor
Washington because he was the wealthiest
man whom his country produced but be-
cause of his self forgetting exertions and
sacrifices and wise counsels in its behalf;
because he was truly a father to his coun-
try. For all his services during the Revo-
lutionary War he refused to receive any re-
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muncration. All cannot be Washingtons
and Lincolns, sacrificing and dying for
their country, but everyone can be true to
right and justice, and thus add to the safety
of his country and the welfare of its people.

Why do we honor the Son of David more
than Croesus? The richest man of his time
is forgotten. The Lowly Nazarene might
have been more wealty than he, for he had
the world at his command. He is known
and honored, the world over, because, in-
stead cf riches and political and social
power for himself, he unselfishly secured
for mankind and transmitted through the
ages to come that priceless legacy which
has civilized and emancipated the world
from the thraldom of heathenism.

THE REION OF THE NOVEL.

This is undoubtedly the day of the su-
premacy of the novel. No other department
of Iiterature possesesa tithe of its popularity
and influence. And of novels, the one that
receives-and perhaps not without just reason
-~the greatest share of public attention is
the purpose novel, the novel with a mission.

There are fads in literature as in fashion
—a trifle less fleeting, perhaps, but still
fads. A few decades ago, the historical
novel had unquestioned sway, and to a cer-
tain extent, still prevails,—as it ought,
since it has a positive educational value,

Later still, the humorous novel captured
and held the public eye; and, though now
somewhat declined in glory, is always sure
of quite a respectable following.

Though condemned by many as flippant,
frivolous, and unworthy of serious attention,
the humorous novel has done some very
effective work—work which the heavy-
weights were powerless to accomplish, for
the simple reason that they could not reach
nor hold the audience. No more trust-

worthy blade was ever lifted against the
fanlts and follies of the race than this same
inoflensive work of fiction. Ridicule suc-
ceeds where reason often fails, In short,
the part played by the humorous novel is
not unlike that taken by the cartoon in
political life.

But longer lived than either of these, so
far as public favor is concerned is the novel
with a purpose—and by that, let us not be
understood to mean the hook in which the
morality is crowded dense upon the surface,
whose characters are employed only to de-
liver a choice selection of dreary platitudes
upon morals in general, after the fashion
of the good-die-young variety too common
in our Sunday school libraries. The novel
alluded to is to that type what the motor of
our day is to the ox-cart of our grandfather's
regime.

The novel with a mission may be read,
studied, grown into, but not adequately de-
scribed in a phrase or two.

It has all fields for its own—there is no
abuse, no evil, economic, social or moral
which has not its exponent and physician
in some novelist upon the efficiency of
whose more or less heroic measures for the
discase diagnosed by him, depends his fu-
ture reputation as an author. The reme-
dies proposed may be in themselves of little
positive value, but plainly, if the solution
is ever to come, it must be from some one
who thoroughly understands the situation,
and some of these attemped analyses may
be the means of raising the question in
some mind capable uf dealing with it.

The purpose novel often errs in its tacit
assumption that realism is attainable only
in the handling of repulsive or ugly themes,
and herein lie the chief objection to the
whole class.

There is little to be gained and much
everyway to be lost by the representation of
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vice in its lowest, most degraded aspects we
admit. And since we would not associate
with such characters, did they realy exist,
nor familiarise ourselves with such walks
in life. Why, it is asked, shonld we have
them thrust upon us thro' the medium of

literature?

There is much to be said in condemna-
tion of such books, yet we very much
question whether they have wrought as
much mischief as the fasle principles to be
found in many noted novels dealing with
high life.

The sight of the fatal mistakes of an-
other's life has small effect upon a healthy,
though immature mind; but one false prin-
ciple however artfully disguised or triunph-
antly vindicated, may lead to mistakes
innumerable.

At any rate, however repulsive the cir-
cumstances presented to us, however hope-
lessly degraded the characters (provided of
course their sin be not made light of), our

sympathy is broadened and charity becomes
casier. Misguided sympathy has not in-
frequenitly led to faults and follies in abun-
dance, but to the lack of sympathy is
attributable a far larger share of the world's
burden of suffering, physical and mental.
Whatever tends to excite that feeling
which underlies all that is best and noblest
of man's endeavor to better the condition
of his fellow mortals, can never be unworthy
our careful study. If| as we are lead to be-
lieve, the very essence of literature is
common service to mankind, our novel,
though crude in form, provided its thought
be sound and true and wholesome, may yet
hold no mean place in universal literature.
