fOR LOST HOPES

Popular Bearcat Involved in
Moot Court Scandal With

Constance Hoover

Shields To Occupy IJench This Time
Hut Crawford Will Wear Holies

Hereafter; Secretary Smith
Invites All Students

On October 25 the first regular
session of the moot court of Wil-

lamette University law school will;
be held at the Marion county court
house, according to plans formu-

lated at a recent meeting of law stu-

dents. The case of Constance Hoo-

ver vs. Bernard Ramsey is set for
hearing on the opening day of moot
court, with the plaintiff alleging
bieach of promise .to marry. The
plaintiff in the suit will be repre-
sented by Attorneys Hope Bassett
and Allan Carson, while Henry
Millie and Rufus BoaTwright will
appear as counsel for the defense.

According to the complaint filed
by the plaintiff, she alleges breach
of promise to marry on the part oT

the defendant, Bernard Ramsey.
Constance Hoover, the plaintiff,
avers that she first met Mr. Ram-
sey at a football game last fall on

Sweet land field, and apparently it
was a- case of love at first sight as
Ihe defendant thereafter made num-

erous calls at her home on 1547
Court street. After a brief cyclonic
courtship their engagement was an-

nounced during the month of Jan-
uary with the wedding date set by

the bride-to-b- e for June 10, 1920,;
is the claim asserted by the plaintiff
in her complaint.

Lacerated hopes, blasted dreams
of happiness, a bruised heart, mor-

tification, shame and humiliation
are the injuries set forth by the
plaintiff, in her complaint as the re-

sult of Mr. Ramsey's failure to pre-

sent himself on June 10, the date
set for the wedding ceremony by
mutual agreement. Miss Hoover
states that the defendant has re-

mained aloof since that date, and
now does refuse to comply with his
promise to wed her, which she says
has caused her unspeakable suffer-
ing and extreme mental anguish.

Constance Hoover, the plaintiff,
prays for $75,000 as damaged ac-

cruing from the cruelty inflicted up-

on her heart by the defendant Ber-

nard Ramsey. She makes the as-

sertion in her complaint that Mr.
Ramsey is financially able to pay the
damage, and that she has startling-evidenc-

sufficient Lo constrain the
court to issue the decree in her
favor.

According to a rumor current
among those intimate with the case,
evidence involving the courtship, the
various shades and hues of the

Mr. Ramsey and Miss Hoo-
ver will be unfolded during the
hearing on October 25, for the ben-

efit of the jury. The course of love,
through serene and turbulent mo-

ments, is. to be related to the jury
in detail, is the threat of attorneys
Involved in the case.

Friends of the principals in the
case have signified their intentions
lo be prcsnnt at tho trial fVn Octo-
ber 25, and lend their sympathies,
if need by the contesting parties.
Mr. Ramsey, who is a prominen
mem her of t he Ilea rcat suuad, has
received word of encouragement
from his teammates, and it is the
firm belief of his contemporaries
that he will he actjuitted and exon-

erated from the charge.
Judge Roy Shields will n!t on the

bench during the trial as jud and
after this. case, .Secretary Ray .Smith,
of the Willamette law school, an-

nounces that James M. Crawford
will officiate as judge at future ses-

sions of the moot court. According
to the plans announced bv Mr
Smith, as far as circumstances will
permit, counsels for moot court'
hearings, will consist of- students
from the two upper classes with the
freshmen law students .participating
in hearings an jurors or witnesses.
