FtiMi Alexander, prominent Oregon
Hliort story wrile.r nntl noveliat.
pieneuted a Incline to the Willam-

ette Writers' elub at their last meet-
ing. His topic was "lirass Tacks,"
and had to do, of course, with the
essential things to be remembered
and practiced hy those who are en-

deavoring to break into print. Among
the thincs that students of short
Story have asked him, he said that
he two most prevalent are concern-

ing consciousness of technique and
choice of word. Consciousness of
tochuique, he declared, is nothing
more thau being able to put into
writing the thoughts and experiences
that all of us huvo. lie gave the
club to urdurstand that the idea of
being coudcious of technique iu the
ordinary sense is so. much rubbish.
As for choice of words, he merely
said that, of course beautiful words
ere desirable, as well as forcible
words, but if a writer has anything
to him at all, his diction will take
care of itself.

The most impressive thing about
Jlr. Alexander's lecture was the
generalily of it. He did not place
his hand cm any one spot and say
"Hero, follow this, and outdo O.

Henry." Rather he declared that
personal attitude is the greater half
or writing; and therefore, criticism
from the outside is to be discounted
about half. The general idea, of his
lecture "was, "listen to every one'f
advice then do wh:it you feel to be
right." .

torn torn. On the left sat a mun
who interpreted in brave tones the
part of the hero, and in sneering
tones the part of the villain. On the
ri;,'ht sat a woman who interpreted in
wailing tones the part of the heroine.

The plot, at least as much of it
as we could gather, was like this.
The villain was after the heroine, the
hero was after the villain, and the
herolno was after crying from the
time the film started until near the
end of the close. Evidently the hero
and heroine were in love. The vil-

lain's part was the hardest. He was
at one time, engaged in a u

match with a man who was, appar-
ently, the lather of the heroine, and
the father picked him up and threw
him over a six-fo- fence. The pic-

ture was not spliced, a dummy was
not used, nor did the villain light on

his feet. Toward the end of the pic-

ture, there was a gorgeous proces-

sion (the villain had finally been
killed, and the hero had embraced
the heroine lovingly). Bond asked
me if we were beholding a wedding
procession or a funeral march. We
both laughed audibly, and as we saw
a couple of Japs look at us with
scowls, we decided that it was time
to return to the ship. The guide was
reluctant to leave before the end of
the picture, but away we went, and I

have been sorry ever since that we
didn't stay to see the outcome of the
procession, and of the picture.

We were driven swiftly to the city's
foot, and soon were racing across the
bay to our ship. We stole under the
stern; cautiously we climbed the ac-

commodation ladder that one of (he
crew had thoughtfully slung over the
side for us; quietly and slowly we
crawled to our bunks on the poop
deck. But all our caution was un-

necessary, the mate on watch was
sleeping soundly and deeply, and
was indifferent to our trip ashore,
both in spirit and from spirits.

We Grrivf-- in Kobe only to find
that lha town wns in quarantine.
There we.ro Eorne three hundred and
fifty cases of cholera In the city, and
dally the disease was ruthlessly ex-

acting Its toll. As a result we were
not permitted to go ashore. Ho ser-
ious were conditions, in fart, that the
warning was given to us that any one
caJght going ashore would be furred
to stay there.

The most of the crew took that as
their cue, and at eight o'clock, when
darkness had set in, the only ones
left In the fo'c's'le were Bond, a stu-
dent at the University of Washington,
and myself. We had committed the
folly of obeying orders, and we paid
heavily for it by experiencing an ex-

tremely dull evening.
But when we found that nil the

men stole back safely, and all were
on hand for breakfast in the morn-
ing, we decided we might as well visit
the town that evening- So when
eight o'clock came, we lowered our-
selves over the stern of the ship by
means of a half-inc- h hemp, aDd soon
were wriggling toward the city in an
aged sampan. A sampan, by the way
Is Just like our row-boa- t, only it is
built like a carrot, and la propelled
by Its rudder instead of oars.

After a half-hour- 's ride across the
quiet bay we lanoed at the city's foot,
in a veritable village of sampans. We
had to step over at least thirty of
these, one after another, before we
we able to gain the dock.

Each of us hired a 'rickshaw, and
told the drivers we wanted to see the
town. We had heard about the cruel
and treacherous ways in which the
Japs were used to treating Ameri
cans on every possible occasion; so

when we were driven through long,
dark, deserted alleys, we wished we
had stayed on board and played rook.

But soon we passed out of the al
leys onto what was, according to my
driver (he could speak nglish after
a fashion though a flimsy fashion
and acted as spokesman for the two)
the main street. It appeared to be
about as wide as Front street in Port
land, except that it had no sidewalks
The shops, all open fronted, didn't
stop till they reached the stroet.

Then, to our joy, we found that
even half virtue is its own reward.
By staying aboard the night before
and coming this evening, we found
we had come ashore on the evening of
Japan's great holiday, the Mikado's
birthday.

The whole town was dressed in gala
array, flags and pennants and bal
loons of all sorts and colors were fly
ing from the shops as far down the
street as we could see. But for all
the shops and their gay colors, the
thing that attracted us most was the
dress of the inhabitants.

The men were all dressed In B. V.

D.'s. The poorer class wore cotton
B. V. D.'s and campaign hats. Tho
middle class wore linen B. V. D.'s
straw hats, and The
richer class, including the dashing
young dudes, wore silk B. V. D.'s,
straw hats, leather slippers, and
among the ultra-elit- e silver-rimme- d

glasses and canes.
The women were dressed in their

floweriest kimonos, with the little
knap sacks on back. Bond suggested
that these were probably their vanity
cases. All the women were powdered
Ho extensively that, especially when
contrasted with the color of their ki-

monos, their" faces appeared like
skeletons.

We arrived at that part of the city
called "theater row", where no ve-

hicles, not even the rickshaws, are
allowed to travel. We disembarked,
rind leaving Bond's driver to guard
the rickshaws, and taking my driver
for guide, we sauntered into the large
park that lies between theater row
and the bay. The most peculiar
thing about the park was that there
was no grass at all in it. The only
greenery, in fact were occasional
trees warped in such peculiar shapes
that we could not help but think that
Herriman must have received here
the inspiration for the impossible
trees he draws In Krazy Kat. Sud-
denly, in celebration of the Mikado's
birthday, fire works were shot off
from all four corners of the park.
They were shot toward the center of
tho park, and soon n perfect dome of
them were spread over us.

When the fireworks were over, we

told our guide that we wanted to see
a real Japanese movie, not one that
was made in America, but one that
was made in Japanese by Japanese
for Japanese. We walked by a block
of theaters that were exclusively for
the white people. Then we passed a

block of theaters catering both to the
Japanese and to the English speaking
people. We were told by our guide
that Pearl White, Douglas Fairbanks,
and Charlie Chaplin were the favor-

ites with the Japs. Next we came
upon a block of theaters that catered
to Japanese only but the pictures
wore American. No, we wanted a

Japanese picture. Our guide told us
that he would take us to the best
theater in the city, and wilh his face

once, according to Dr. Richards.
"And now who is going to attack
Denmark?" He asked, "Even the
Kaiser had to convince his people
that they were being invaded and
that it was necessary for them to
march in defense of their fatherland
before he could get them to march
at all. Do you suppose he could
ever get them to march against Den-

mark? There are indications that
other Scandinavian countries will fol-

low Denmark's lead," the speaker
declared.

Speaking of the causes of war, Dr.
Richards said, "The real cause of
war is not political; it is not econ-
omic; it is not social; it is not racial;
it is psychological." It is thinking
of war and preparing for war that
really brings war, he claimed.

Dr. Richards spoke briefly concern-
ing the modern conditions of war-
fare, quoting Thomas Edison as hav-
ing said that with modern scientific
methods it is possible to destroy the
city of New York within three hours.
Claiming that it is no longer a fact
that a nation has to arm to protect
itself from being despoiled, he stated,
"There was a time when it was a
question of war or destruction. To-

day it is a question of peace or des-

truction." He made reference to the
motives of those who enlisted to fight
in the last great, war. "We don't
question their sincerity," he said,
"but we do question their judgment."

Dr. Richards spoke strongly in
favor of the League of Nations, stat-
ing that the United Stales was great-
ly needed in the League at the pres-
ent time.

At the close of his lecture, Dr.
Richards iimied the audience to ask
questions concerning his thesis, and
as a result a lively discussion took
place which was both interesting and
profitable. Dr. Richards spoke in
Portland six times during his stay on
he Coast, lie sails for England May

Denmark, Hie speaker declared, is
the only really peaceable country in
the world, and the only really safe
one. That country has just passed a
bill prohibiting military training of
any kind within its borders, and
making it a penal offense to drill

For Queen, and Then

"It was a beautiful day in spring,
simply perfect," Professor Matthews
was speaking of the Willamette May
Bay that he remembered. "That
was in 18SD, when I was a. Senior."

There was then no Queen, no or-

ganized program, but a picnic on
Reservoir Hill. Two liorsedrawn
busses served to carry the entire
Student Body.

"After lunch many of the young
people went boating. I remember
in particular the Elocution teacher

that's what we called her then
and also the French Professor were
very attractive, and each kept a
group of young men gethered around
her."

In those days the election of May
Queen depended upon the finances
of the young men. Votes were sold
for one cent apiece and the one with
tho most money elected the May
Queen. Later the present system of
Australian ballot was inaugurated.

The first organized May Day was
probably in 1907, when Phoebe n

was Willamette's first Queen.
In 1910 the plan of having a King
was begun and King Clark was the
first person honored.

Willamette's May Queens have al-

ways been noted for their dignity
and grace.

In 1915 Queen Lclia and her
retinue were all "shot" for the
movies. In 1919 the May festival
was the first held for six yoars that
It did not rain. In 1920 Governor
Olcott crowned Queen Evelyn a
ceremony beautiful and solemn.

And this is the story of May and
May Queens. A proud story of proud
people. Eighteen Queens have al-

ready been crowned and the true
royal dynasty is unbroken.
