Would This Plan Bciiel'it W. U?
One of the main subjects of conversation and controversy

wherever two or more people chance to meet has been, and
will be, for the next few weeks, "where is the new state house
to be situated?" At the present time it is nearly an even toss
up between Willamette University campus and Candalaria
I'ark, two miles south of the main business center of Salem.
This controversy will be settled when the special session of
the State Legislature convenes at the Salem Armory on the
fourteenth of this month. All budgets, estimates of various
slate offices as to the amount of room needed for each, and
recommendations must be in to the proper committee before
that date.

In choosing a site for our now state Capitol the legisla-
ture should view all sides of the question, taking into consid-
eration the interests of the state in future years as well as
at present. Oregon is a growing state. Its visiting tourists
are numbered in hundred thousands annually and more come
each year. Naturally, the state buildings, the Capitol in par-
ticular, furnish one of the main reasons that these tourists
stop in Salem or come to Oregon at all. Now would it not
seem odd to come into a strange state and a strange town, ex-

pecting to find all of the stale buildings grouped together (as
they are in any other state in the U. S.) and find them strung
all around the country in a hit or miss fashion? If the new
Capitol were built on any other place than its present site plus
that of Willamette University, that is exactly what would
happen. For many years Willson I'ark with its great num-
bers of fine trees has been known throughout the country as
the home of the state-Capito- l building, and it should not be
separated from it at this time. For over three quarters of a
century the seat of the state government has been at the place
where the historic old building burned last spring. Now it
can easily be seen that the business of state has so enlarged
in that length of time that it would not be feasable or sane to
build a new building on the exact site of the old Capitol.
Neither is it feasable or sane to separate the state offices.
These offices must be kept together in one building or group
of buildings where people can find them.

We now come to the question of the campus. It is true
that Willamette has occupied its present location for many
years, and there is much history connected with its buildings
and grounds. It is equally true that there is much romance
and history connected with the present site of the state Cap-
itol, so it would be equally hard for either party to move.
All angles should be viewed however. Willamette University
is crowded for space. It's buildings are all old and inadequate
with the exception of Lausanne Hall and the gymnasium. The
laboratories are antiquated and the campus needs acreage
and landscaping. If Willamette were to sacrifice her history
so that the state could be expanded it would be a truly great
ending to. her first stage of development. It would then be
time for her to begin anew. Willi the city's help this would
be made possible on the Bush's Pasture Site. It would be
possible to build new buildings adequate to accommodate the
student body. It would be possible to have modern equip-
ment and a beautiful, landscaped campus of which any col-

lege in the state might be envious. Here there is space for a
natural athletic field, large enough so that several groups
might make use of it at one time.

This would be the beginning of a new era for Willamette
of which she would undoubtedly be proud, and she would also
have a part in keeping the state grounds and buildings to-

gether, which everyone will agree is very important at this
time.

Don Brandon natur-
ally would be the logical choice
for Oravec's place, and although
he Injured his ankle Tuesday and
hasn't been able to practice since,
he will probably be in condition
by the time the whistle opens the
game.

Last week Willamette failed to
make any appreciable yardage
against the big Oregon State
team, it being too big to puncture
through the line. Since the team
they meet this Saturday will be
just the same only larger, Spec
has been husy working out a more
versatile attack. If the W. S. C.
line is impregnable, Willamette
will take to the air and attempt
to gain ground in that manner.

The squad will leave Friday
evening, arriving in Pullman early
Saturday morning.
