The university Y. M. C. A. budget
for this year was submitted to the
student body Thursday by Verne Fer-
guson, treasurer ot the association.
Mr. Ferguson estimated that $2 DO

would cover the expenses for the
year, and that the amount could be
secured by each man in the univer-
sity paying ?1.C0.

Cards were distribuf ed to the men
for pledging whatever amount they
wish to contribute. No assessment
will be made, and contributions will
be voluntary. Almost one-ha- tho
sum asked for has been pledged
although very few boys have con-

tributed thus far. M r. Ferguson
hopes to have the amount pledged
by the end of this week. All men of
the university are asked to contribute
if possible.

There are several very importan t

items on the budget. One provides
for repairs in the Y. M. rest room.
One ot the most important is that of
expenses for deputation trips. Six
deputation trips will be made this
year. Over week ends ten or twelve
men will go to nearby (owns to sing
and to speak to the high school boys.
These visits by Willamette men are
most helpful to the high school boys
of other communities who arc just
at the age when they need the influ-

ence of older college men.

Rush Season Greatly Restricted;
Council Edict Also Curtails

Expenses of Rushing

The inter-societ- y council of Wil-

lamette, which meets every Monday
afternoon, has issued a recent de
cree which lias revolutionized the
pledge system of the girls literary so-

cieties on the campus. The organ-

ization of the Clionian Literary so-

ciety has mads it possible for every
girl to be in a literary society. Each
society has limited its membership
to 50.

Overlapping Avoided
Formerly the societies have hid

their chosen ones and' have' over-

lapped to a great extent. This year
each girl will turn In her preference
of societies in orde of her choice,
to Miss' Lydia Fake, on or before
Wednesday, November 9. These
choices will be listed and each so-

ciety will receive the list of girls
naming it as first choice. The bid-

ding so far as possible will be done
from these lists. Where this is im-

possible, lists of second choices will
be furnished and so on. Miss Fake
will handle these lists. By this
means each girl will receive only one
bid.

The council took action early in
the year and limited the "rushing"
season to the four week ends from
October 14. to November 5 Inclus-

ive. Each of the societies was lim-

ited to two "rushing" dates. The
days from next Saturday until Tues-

day are left open for the girls to
make their decision as to the socie-

ties ithen the societies will vote and
bids will be Issued on Saturday, No-

vember 12.
Open Meeting Held

During the "rush" season each so-

ciety has held four open meeting
and a formal at home to which, all

girls of the university
were invited. Another step toward
curbing the expense of rushing was

the limitation of the amount' to be
expended on the at home to ?50.

The council believes that a limit-

ed rushing and a bidding system by

choice of the new girls will tend to-

ward a belter spirit among the so-

cieties, and will make the school
more truly democratic.

"dope" that will serve as an index
of the comparative strength of the
teams. Oregon s 7 to 3 victory
over the Bearcats would seem to in-

dicate a slight advantage in their fa-

vor over the Badgers who lost to
the same team a week later, 21 to 7!

Still, the fact that the lemon-yello-

squad had another week in which to
perfect a machine might account to
some extent, for the larger score. At
the least the contest should be close
and full 'of the football thrills that
characterize two light, fast aggrega-
tions, neither of whom seem to be

lacking in pork skin art and experi-

ence.
From the standpoint of experience

Coach Frank will send eight jnen
into the fray who have had three
years of collegiate football experi-

ence and three more who have been
on the squad for two seasons. The
three year men Include Garrigus,
Develin, Lane, E. Wolf, Long, Shee-le-

F. Wolf and Fowler. The men
playing their second year are Hoar;
McKeever and Elackman.

The Badgers will depend upon
Adams, left half, for the booting
that is necessary. Adams won rec-

ognition by Leslie in the
Oregon game and is consistently
good for 4 5 and 5 0 yard kicks. The
Badger line is particularly strong
this year and finds a bulwark of
defense in Captain Jimmie Lane who
played tackle for the University of
Washington in 1917 and occupies
the same position with his fighting
crew this year. The linemen will
average 175 pounds supporting a

backfield of 10 pounds lighter. Baclo
and ends have proved themselves
moderately fast and the whole team
is adaptable to open style football.

With respect to coaches both
teams are on a par. Two new' men-

tors will face each other with about
equal advantages. Both have made
good showings against the beefier
teams of the state and both show
the heartiness that is necessary for
lighter college teams in combination
massed and open attack, together
with solid, well coached defense

Committee of Oregon Edu-

cators Puts Intelligence
Scheme on Program

Intelligence tests as a requisite
for entrance to universities will be
the program topic at the meeting of
the higher education division to be
held at Portland next January. Such
was the decision reached at a meet-

ing of the education standards com-

mittee of the State Teachers' Asso-

ciation held in 'Salem Saturday.
Chairman of the body is Dean
George II. Alden of Willamette Un-

iversity.
DDan Alden stated Monday that

the committee whicli consists of rep-

resentatives from each college in the
state, had virtually ccnnpleted their
work on entrance requirements af
Oregon universities. In general the
standards have been raised although
Willamette's were an exception. At
the latter school five vocational
credits instead of three, as formerly,
will now be accepted for entrance.

Another move of tho committee
was to abolish the blank credit
system. Under such a plan students
have been admitted to slate schools
merely on certificate of time spent.
The new standard makes it neces-

sary that the actual studies pursued
be presented before entrance is
granted.

The Peerage of Words.
The peerage of words is a phrase with which

lo conjure. No more accurate criterion of educa-

tion, of true culture, exists than is indicated in

tin! vocabulary of an individual. Few synonyms,
a scarce repertoire of nouns and adjectives,

a meagre education which has failed to fill
the intellectual storeroom of the speaker or writer.

The recent army intelligence tests which have
prominently recognized the inter-relatio- n of vo-

cabularies and mentality, pay fitting tribute to

the mind that is alert to find new vistas of ex-

pression. Thought and words go hand in hand.
Therefore, would you think fluently, learn to
know the peerage of words. Take time to look
up the unfamiliar word and discover its meaning.

It would
improve all electric generators, motors, and magnetic devices.

Methodist Fund of $3000 In-

adequate to Care for Great
Increase in Applications

Applications for student loans
from the Methodist board of educa-

tion more than double the amount
allowed to tiio institution, according
to Dean George II. Alden who an-

nounced this week that applications
for loans now total $ G 2 7 0. Th e

amount allowed Willamette univer-
sity is; ?iJ0U0.

A communication has been ad-

dressed to the board of education
asking that more funds be allotod
the university and until a reply is

received all requests for aid will be
held in abeyance. Providing the loan
is not increased Dean Alden an-

nounced that he would be forced to
limit each application and to dis
tribute1 the $3000 proportionately.

During no other year have appli-

cations for loans on the part of stu-

dents, exceeded the allowance, and
have usually been for about one-ha- lf

of the appropriation of the Method-

ist conference. Increased enrollment
and the general economi situation
arc held responsible for the In-

crease.
