Football is no more for this
season. As usual Thanksgiving
day has marked the close of an-
other season for Willamette Uni-
versity. Willamette has put
forth one of the best, if there are
such in the state, and may direct-
ly lay claim to the state cham-
pionship. In her victory over
Multnomah, Willamette regained
a permanent position in athletics.
There was some action on Mult-
nomah's part for another game
on New Years day, but it did not
evolve.

In the game last Thursday
Pacific put up a .hard fight.
Their team, which is stated to be
twelve pounds per man lighter
than Willamette, is fast and full
of ginger. During the first half
Pacific seemed to be doing all
the work and made consistent
gain by use of short forward
passes. At one time the ball was
on Willamette's one-half-ya- rd

line, but this brought the Wil-
lamette players back to realiza-
tion and the line held.

The Pacific squad, showed
good coaching but could not
gain but failed, to be effective
through the line. Their style
of playing was different from
that used by the local squad.
Pacific's quarter-bac-k played
back and formed a square forma-
tion with the backs. The ball
was passed directly to the man
who ran back several steps and
tossed the ball for 7 or 8 yards.

Pacific
failed to make any long gains,
but the short consistent gains
were effective. During the first
half Willamette was amazed at
the short passes, but in the 3rd
quarter Pacific's passes were in-

tercepted. Willamette made long
gains on end runs and double
passes. No team has excelled
Willamette in crisscrosses,
double passes, delayed passes,
and onside kicks.
